D17.1.1 For the purpose of Performance Security, the warranty period shall be one (1) year.

D17.2 Notwithstanding GC:13.2, the Contract Administrator may permit the warranty period for a portion or portions of
the Work to begin prior to the date of Total Performance if a portion of the Work cannot be completed because of
unseasonable weather or other conditions reasonably beyond the control of the Contractor but that portion does
not prevent the balance of the Work from being put to its intended use.

D17.2.1 In such case, the date specified by the Contract Administrator for the warranty period to begin shall be
substituted for the date specified in GC:13.2 for the warranty period to begin.
