GENERAL CONDITIONS

In addition to the General Conditions for Construction Contracts, these Supplemental
Conditions are applicable to the Work of the Contract.

The General Conditions are amended by striking out “The City of Winnipeg Act” wherever it
appears in the General Conditions and substituting “The City of Winnipeg Charter”.

The General Conditions are amended by striking out “Tender Package” wherever it appears in
the General Conditions and substituting “Bid Opportunity”.

The General Conditions are amended by striking out “Tender Submission” whenever it appears
in the General Conditions and substituting “Bid Submission”.

The General Conditions are amended by deleting CG:6.16 and CG:6.17. The city of Winnipeg
is not within the jurisdiction of the Manitoba Ombudsman Pursuant to The Ombudsman Act.

SCOPE OF WORK

The Work to be done under the Contract shall consist of Combined Sewer Rehabilitations by
Cured-in-Place Pipe (CIPP) methods.
The major components of the Work are as follows:

D7.1 Upon award of the Contract, the Contractor will be provided with five (5) complete sets of the

Bid Opportunity. If the Contractor requires additional sets of the Bid Opportunity, they will be
supplied to him at cost.

DS8. PERFORMANCE SECURITY
D8.1 The Contractor shall provide and maintain performance security until the expiration of the

warranty period in the form of:

(a) a performance bond of a company registered to conduct the business of a surety in

Notwithstanding the foregoing, at any time during the term of the Contract, the City may, at its
sole discretion and acting reasonably, require an updated Criminal Record Search. Any
individual who fails to provide a Criminal Record Search Certificate as a result of a repeated
Criminal Record Search shall not be permitted to continue to perform Work under the Contract.

No individual for whom a Criminal Record Search Certificate is not provided, or for whom a
Criminal Record Search Certificate indicates any convictions or pending charges related to
property offences or crimes against another individual, will be permitted to perform any Work
within City facilities or on private property.

COMMENCEMENT

The Contractor shall not commence any Work until he is in receipt of a letter of intent from the
Award Authority authorizing the commencement of the Work.

The Contractor shall not commence any Work on the Site until:

(a) the Contract Administrator has confirmed receipt and approval of:

(i) evidence that the Contractor is in good standing under The Corporations Act
(Manitoba), or properly registered under The Business Names Registration Act
(Manitoba), or otherwise properly registered, licensed or permitted by law to carry on
business in Manitoba;

Commencement of the Work shall be at the discretion of the Contractor provided the
commencement date will allow the achievement of Substantial Performance of the work in
accordance with D13 Substantial Performance.

SUBSTANTIAL PERFORMANCE
The Contractor shall achieve Substantial Performance by June 15, 2005.

When the Contractor considers the Work to be substantially performed, the Contractor shall
arrange, attend and assist in the inspection of the Work with the Contract Administrator for
purposes of verifying Substantial Performance. Any defects or deficiencies in the Work noted
during that inspection shall be remedied by the Contractor at the earliest possible instance and
the Contract Administrator notified so that the Work can be reinspected.

The date on which the Work has been certified by the Contract Administrator as being
substantially performed to the requirements of the Contract through the issue of a certificate of
Substantial Performance is the date on which Substantial Performance has been achieved.

TOTAL PERFORMANCE
The Contractor shall achieve Total Performance by July 1, 2005.

When the Contractor or the Contract Administrator considers the Work to be totally performed,
the Contractor shall arrange, attend and assist in the inspection of the Work with the Contract
Administrator for purposes of verifying Total Performance. Any defects or deficiencies in the
Work noted during that inspection shall be remedied by the Contractor at the earliest possible
instance and the Contract Administrator notified so that the Work can be reinspected.

D17. LIQUIDATED DAMAGES

following the day fixed herein for Substantial Performance during which such failure continues.

D17.2  The amount specified for liquidated damages in D17.1 is based on a genuine pre-estimate of
the City's losses in the event that the Contractor does not achieve Substantial Performance by
the day fixed herein for same.

D17.3  The City may reduce any payment to the Contractor by the amount of any liquidated damages
assessed.

D18. SCHEDULED MAINTENANCE

D18.1 The Contractor shall perform the following scheduled maintenance in the manner and within the
time periods required by the Specifications:

CONTROL OF WORK

D19. JOB MEETINGS

D19.1  Regular weekly job meetings will be held at the Site. These meetings shall be attended by a
minimum of one representative of the Contract Administrator, one representative of the City and
one representative of the Contractor. Each representative shall be a responsible person
capable of expressing the position of the Contract Administrator, the City and the Contractor
respectively on any matter discussed at the meeting including the Work schedule and the need
to make any revisions to the Work schedule. The progress of the Work will be reviewed at each
of these meetings.

D19.2  The Contract Administrator reserves the right to cancel any job meeting or call additional job
meetings whenever he deems it necessary.

D20. PRIME CONTRACTOR - THE WORKPLACE SAFETY AND HEALTH ACT (MANITOBA)

D20.1  Further to GC:6.26, the Contractor shall be the Prime Contractor and shall serve as, and have
the duties of the Prime Contractor in accordance with The Workplace Safety and Health Act
(Manitoba).

D21. TRAFFIC CONTROL

D21.1 Further to Section 3.7 of CW 1130 of the General Requirements the Contractor shall be

responsible to redirect and maintain traffic with appropriate signing in accordance with The City
of Winnipeg, “Manual of Temporary Traffic Control in Work Areas on City Streets at all times
during construction as follows.

(a) Maintain a minimum of one lane of traffic in the east direction on Cumberland Avenue.

(d) The Contractor will have access to the open lanes of traffic during non-restricted hours
provided flag persons are used in accordance with Section 3.12 of The City of Winnipeg,
“Manual of Temporary Traffic Control in Work Areas on City Streets to maintain traffic
safety.

Further to Section 3.7 of CW 1130 of the General Requirements and Section 2.05 of The city of
Winnipeg, “Manual of Temporary Traffic Control in Work Areas on City Streets”, should the City
of Winnipeg require that Work on Regional Streets be carried out at night, on Sundays, on
public holidays or that Work be restricted or suspended during peak traffic hours, the Contractor
shall comply without additional compensation being considered to meet these requirements.

Installation of the CIPP liners on Portage Avenue and Cumberland Avenue shall be scheduled
to be done on a weekend, ie. Between 17:30 hours Friday and 0:700 hours Monday.
Preparation work for CIPP liner installations on Portage Avenue if done on a weekday shall not
be started until after 17:30 hours and be completed by 07:00 hours the following day including
traffic barricade removal.

Further to Section 3.6 of CW 1130 of the General Requirements, the Contractor shall maintain
safe pedestrian crossing at intersections at all times. If possible, only one pedestrian crossing
at an intersection is to be blocked by construction at any one time. If more than one pedestrian
crossing is blocked by construction at an intersection at the same time the Contractor shall
provide flag persons to safely escort pedestrians across the intersection. The Contractor shall
leave pedestrian crossing locations safe and free of equipment that may hamper pedestrians
when no construction activities are being performed at a particular crossing location.

The contractor shall not park company or private vehicles inside the barricaded work zone in a
manner that will block sigh lines for vehicles and pedestrians approaching and crossing
intersections.

WATER SUPPLY

Further to Section 3.14 of CW 2140 and Section 3.7 of CW 1120 of the General Requirements
water supply for the Work may be taken from City of Winnipeg hydrants.

Charges incurred for the permits and water meters shall be paid for by the Contractor when the
permit is taken out. The Contractor shall forward the invoice to the Contract Administrator for
reimbursement. The billing for water usage sent to the Contractor shall be forwarded to the
Contract Administrator for payment. The Bid Opportunity number shall be noted on each
permit.

The Contractor shall make the following arrangements for hydrant turn on and turn off.

(a) Contact City of Winnipeg Water Services Division (WSD) for hydrant turn on and turn off
required between 0800 hours and 1500 hours Monday to Friday. Notice for turn on and
turn off shall be provided on the previous business day.

(b) Contact Emergency Services Branch (986-2626) with a minimum of 2 hours notice for
hydrant turn on and turn off required outside of the above hours.

(c) The Contractor shall wait at the hydrant from the requested turn on or turn off time until
City staff arrives to turn on or turn off the hydrant.

Hydrants shall be considered to be “in the Contractor’s control” from the time the City has
turned the hydrant on until the City has turned the hydrant off.

Between November 1 and April 30 of any year the Contractor shall take all necessary
precautions to prevent freezing of hydrants and related appurtenances for hydrants in their
control and shall be responsible to pump out hydrants turned off by Emergency Services.
