B2.2 Bid Submissions determined by the Manager of Materials to have been received later than the 
Submission Deadline will not be accepted and will be returned upon request. 

B2.3 The Contract Administrator or the Manager of Materials may extend the Submission Deadline 
by issuing an addendum at any time prior to the time and date specified in B2.1. 

B3. SITE INVESTIGATION 

B3.1 Further to GC.2.01, the Bidder may make an appointment to view the Site by contacting the 
Contract Administrator identified in D4.1. 

B3.2 The Bidder shall not be entitled to rely on any information or interpretation received at the Site 
investigation unless that information or interpretation is the Bidder’s direct observation, or is 
provided by the Contract Administrator in writing. 

B4. ENQUIRIES 

B4.1 All enquiries shall be directed to the Contract Administrator identified in D4.1. 

B4.2 If the Bidder finds errors, discrepancies or omissions in the Bid Opportunity, or is unsure of the 
meaning or intent of any provision therein, the Bidder shall notify the Contract Administrator of 
the error, discrepancy or omission, or request a clarification as to the meaning or intent of the 
provision at least five (5) Business Days prior to the Submission Deadline. 

B4.3 Responses to enquiries which, in the sole judgment of the Contract Administrator, require a 
correction to or a clarification of the Bid Opportunity will be provided by the Contract 
Administrator to all Bidders by issuing an addendum. 

B4.4 Responses to enquiries which, in the sole judgment of the Contract Administrator, do not 
require a correction to or a clarification of the Bid Opportunity will be provided by the Contract 
Administrator only to the Bidder who made the enquiry. 

B4.5 The Bidder shall not be entitled to rely on any response or interpretation received pursuant to 
B4 unless that response or interpretation is provided by the Contract Administrator in writing. 

B5. ADDENDA 

B5.1 The Contract Administrator may, at any time prior to the Submission Deadline, issue addenda 
correcting errors, discrepancies or omissions in the Bid Opportunity, or clarifying the meaning or 
intent of any provision therein. 

B5.2 The Contract Administrator will issue each addendum at least two (2) Business Days prior to the 
Submission Deadline, or provide at least two (2) Business Days by extending the Submission 
Deadline. 
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B5.2.1 Addenda will be available on the Bid Opportunities page at The City of Winnipeg, 
Corporate Finance, Materials Management Branch internet site at 
http://www.winnipeg.ca/matmgt. 

B5.2.2 The Bidder is responsible for ensuring that he has received all addenda and is advised to 
check the Materials Management Branch internet site for addenda shortly before 
submitting his Bid. 

B5.3 The Bidder shall acknowledge receipt of each addendum in Paragraph 8 of Form A: Bid.  
Failure to acknowledge receipt of an addendum may render a Bid non-responsive. 

B6. SUBSTITUTES 

B6.1 The Work is based on the Plant, Materials and methods specified in the Bid Opportunity. 

B6.2 Substitutions shall not be allowed unless application has been made to and prior approval has 
been granted by the Contract Administrator in writing. 

B6.3 Requests for approval of a substitute will not be considered unless received in writing by the 
Contract Administrator at least five (5) Business Days prior to the Submission Deadline. 

B6.4 The Bidder shall ensure that any and all requests for approval of a substitute: 
(a) provide sufficient information and details to enable the Contract Administrator to determine 

the acceptability of the Plant, Material or method as either an approved equal or 
alternative; 

(b) identify any and all changes required in the applicable Work, and all changes to any other 
Work, which would become necessary to accommodate the substitute; 

(c) identify any anticipated cost or time savings that may be associated with the substitute; 
(d) certify that, in the case of a request for approval as an approved equal, the substitute will 

fully perform the functions called for by the general design, be of equal or superior 
substance to that specified, is suited to the same use and capable of performing the same 
function as that specified and can be incorporated into the Work, strictly in accordance with 
the proposed work schedule and the dates specified in the Supplemental Conditions for 
Substantial Performance and Total Performance; and 

(e) certify that, in the case of a request for approval as an approved alternative, the substitute 
will adequately perform the functions called for by the general design, be similar in 
substance to that specified, is suited to the same use and capable of performing the same 
function as that specified and can be incorporated into the Work, strictly in accordance with 
the proposed work schedule and the dates specified in the Supplemental Conditions for 
Substantial Performance and Total Performance. 

B6.5 The Contract Administrator, after assessing the request for approval of a substitute, may in his 
sole discretion grant approval for the use of a substitute as an “approved equal” or as an 
“approved alternative”, or may refuse to grant approval of the substitute. 

B6.6 The Contract Administrator will provide a response in writing, at least two (2) Business Days 
prior to the Submission Deadline, only to the Bidder who requested approval of the substitute. 

B6.6.1 The Bidder requesting and obtaining the approval of a substitute shall be entirely 
responsible for disseminating information regarding the approval to any person or persons 
he wishes to inform. 

B6.7 If the Contract Administrator approves a substitute as an “approved equal”, any Bidder may use 
the approved equal in place of the specified item. 
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B6.8 If the Contract Administrator approves a substitute as an “approved alternative”, any Bidder 
bidding that approved alternative shall base his Total Bid Price upon the specified item but may 
also indicate an alternative price based upon the approved alternative.  Such alternatives will be 
evaluated in accordance with B14. 

B6.9 No later claim by the Contractor for an addition to the Total Bid Price because of any other 
changes in the Work necessitated by the use of an approved equal or an approved alternative 
will be considered. 

B7. BID SUBMISSION 

B7.1 The Bid Submission consists of the following components:

(b) Form B: Prices. 

B7.2 All components of the Bid Submission shall be fully completed or provided, and submitted by 
the Bidder no later than the Submission Deadline, with all required entries made clearly and 
completely in ink, to constitute a responsive Bid.

B7.3.1 Samples or other components of the Bid Submission which cannot reasonably be enclosed 
in the envelope may be packaged separately, but shall be clearly marked with the Bid 
Opportunity number, the Bidder's name and address, and an indication that the contents 
are part of the Bidder’s Bid Submission.

B8. BID 

B8.1 The Bidder shall complete Form A: Bid, making all required entries. 

B8.2 Paragraph 2 of Form A: Bid shall be completed in accordance with the following requirements: 
(a) if the Bidder is a sole proprietor carrying on business in his own name, his name shall be 

inserted; 
(b) if the Bidder is a partnership, the full name of the partnership shall be inserted; 
(c) if the Bidder is a corporation, the full name of the corporation shall be inserted; and 
(d) if the Bidder is carrying on business under a name other than his own, the business name 

and the name of every partner or corporation who is the owner of such business name 
shall be inserted. 

B8.2.1 If a Bid is submitted jointly by two or more persons, each and all such persons shall identify 
themselves in accordance with B8.2. 
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B8.3 In Paragraph 3 of Form A: Bid, the Bidder shall identify a contact person who is authorized to 
represent the Bidder for purposes of the Bid. 

B8.4 Paragraph 10 of Form A: Bid shall be signed in accordance with the following requirements: 
(a) if the Bidder is a sole proprietor carrying on business in his own name, it shall be signed by 

the Bidder; 
(b) if the Bidder is a partnership, it shall be signed by the partner or partners who have 

authority to sign for the partnership; 
(c) if the Bidder is a corporation, it shall be signed by its duly authorized officer or officers and 

the corporate seal, if the corporation has one, should be affixed; and 
(d) if the Bidder is carrying on business under a name other than his own, it shall be signed by

B9. PRICES 

B9.1 The Bidder shall state a price in Canadian funds for each item of the Work identified on Form B:

B9.1.1 Notwithstanding GC.9.01(1), prices on Form B: Prices shall not include the Goods and 
Services Tax (GST) or Manitoba Retail Sales Tax (MRST, also known as PST), which shall 
be extra where applicable. 

B9.2 The quantities listed on Form B: Prices are to be considered approximate only.  The City will 
use said quantities for the purpose of comparing Bids. 

B9.3 The quantities for which payment will be made to the Contractor are to be determined by the 
Work actually performed and completed by the Contractor, to be measured as specified in the 
applicable Specifications. 

B10. QUALIFICATION 

B10.1 The Bidder shall: 
(a) undertake to be in good standing under The Corporations Act (Manitoba), or properly 

registered under The Business Names Registration Act (Manitoba), or otherwise properly 
registered, licensed or permitted by law to carry on business in Manitoba, or if the Bidder 
does not carry on business in Manitoba, in the jurisdiction where the Bidder does carry on 
business; 

(b) be responsible and not be suspended, debarred or in default of any obligation to the City; 
(c) be financially capable of carrying out the terms of the Contract; 
(d) have all the necessary experience, capital, organization, and equipment to perform the 

Work in strict accordance with the terms and provisions of the Contract; 
(e) have successfully carried out work, similar in nature, scope and value to the Work;

(f) employ only Subcontractors who: 
(i) are responsible and not suspended, debarred or in default of any obligation to the 

City (a list of suspended or debarred individuals and companies is available on the 
Information Connection page at The City of Winnipeg, Corporate Finance, Materials 
Management Branch internet site at http://www.winnipeg.ca/matmgt); and 

(ii) have successfully carried out work similar in nature, scope and value to the portion 
of the Work proposed to be subcontracted to them, and are fully capable of 
performing the Work required to be done in accordance with the terms of the 
Contract. 

(g) have a written workplace safety and health program in accordance with The Workplace 
Safety and Health Act (Manitoba). 

B10.2 The Bidder shall be prepared to submit, within three (3) Business Days of a request by the 
Contract Administrator, proof satisfactory to the Contract Administrator of the qualifications of 
the Bidder and of any proposed Subcontractor. 

B10.3 The Bidder shall provide, on the request of the Contract Administrator, full access to any of the 
Bidder's equipment and facilities to confirm, to the Contract Administrator’s satisfaction, that the 
Bidder's equipment and facilities are adequate to perform the Work.

B11.3 After award of Contract, the name(s) of the successful Bidder(s) and the Contract Amount(s) will 
be available on the Closed Bid Opportunities (or Public/Posted Opening & Award Results) page 
at The City of Winnipeg, Corporate Finance, Materials Management Branch internet site at 
http://www.winnipeg.ca/matmgt. 

B11.4 The Bidder is advised that any information contained in any Bid Submission may be released if 
required by City policy or procedures, The Freedom of Information and Protection of Privacy Act 
(Manitoba), or by other authorities having jurisdiction. 

B12. IRREVOCABLE BID 

B12.1 The Bid(s) submitted by the Bidder shall be irrevocable for the time period specified in 
Paragraph 9 of Form A: Bid. 

B12.2 The acceptance by the City of any Bid shall not release the Bids of the next two lowest 
evaluated responsive Bidders and these Bidders shall be bound by their Bids on such Work for 
the time period specified in Paragraph 9 of Form A: Bid. 

B13. WITHDRAWAL OF BIDS 

B13.1 A Bidder may withdraw his Bid without penalty by giving written notice to the Manager of 
Materials at any time prior to the Submission Deadline. 

B13.1.1 Notwithstanding GC.7.06(2), the time and date of receipt of any notice withdrawing a Bid 
shall be the time and date of receipt as determined by the Manager of Materials. 
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B13.1.2 The City will assume that any one of the contact persons named in Paragraph 3 of Form A: 
Bid or the Bidder’s authorized representatives named in Paragraph 10 of Form A: Bid, and 
only such person, has authority to give notice of withdrawal. 

B13.1.3 If a Bidder gives notice of withdrawal prior to the Submission Deadline, the Manager of 
Materials shall: 
(a) retain the Bid Submission until after the Submission Deadline has elapsed; 
(b) open the Bid Submission to identify the contact person named in Paragraph 3 of Form 

A: Bid and the Bidder’s authorized representatives named in Paragraph 10 of Form A: 
Bid; and 

(c) if the notice has been given by any one of the persons specified in B13.1.3(b), declare 
the Bid withdrawn. 

B13.2 A Bidder who withdraws his Bid after the Submission Deadline but before his Bid has been 
released or has lapsed as provided for in B12.2 shall be liable for such damages as are 
imposed upon the Bidder by law and subject to such sanctions as the Chief Administrative 
Officer considers appropriate in the circumstances.  The City, in such event, shall be entitled to 
all rights and remedies available to it at law. 

B14. EVALUATION OF BIDS 

B14.1 Award of the Contract shall be based on the following bid evaluation criteria: 
(a) compliance by the Bidder with the requirements of the Bid Opportunity  (pass/fail); 
(b) qualifications of the Bidder and the Subcontractors, if any, pursuant to B10  (pass/fail); 
(c) Total Bid Price; and 
(d) economic analysis of any approved alternative pursuant to B6. 

B14.2 Further to B14.1(a), the Award Authority may reject a Bid as being non-responsive if the Bid 
Submission is incomplete, obscure or conditional, or contains additions, deletions, alterations or 
other irregularities.  The Award Authority may reject all or any part of any Bid, or waive technical 
requirements if the interests of the City so require. 

B14.3 Further to B14.1(b), the Award Authority shall reject any Bid submitted by a Bidder who does 
not demonstrate, in his Bid Submission or in other information required to be submitted, that he 
is responsible and qualified. 

B14.4 Further to B14.1(c), the Total Bid Price shall be the sum of the quantities multiplied by the unit 
prices for each item shown on Form B: Prices. 

B14.4.1 If there is any discrepancy between the Total Bid Price written in figures, the Total Bid 
Price written in words and the sum of the quantities multiplied by the unit prices for each 
item, the sum of the quantities multiplied by the unit prices for each item shall take 
precedence. 

B14.5 This Contract will be awarded as a whole. 

B15. AWARD OF CONTRACT 

B15.1 The City will give notice of the award of the Contract or will give notice that no award will be 
made. 

B15.2 The City will have no obligation to award a Contract to a Bidder, even though one or all of the 
Bidders are determined to be responsible and qualified, and the Bids are determined to be 
responsive. 
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B15.2.1 Without limiting the generality of B15.2, the City will have no obligation to award a Contract 
where: 
(a) the prices exceed the available City funds for the Work; 
(b) the prices are materially in excess of the prices received for similar work in the past; 
(c) the prices are materially in excess of the City’s cost to perform the Work, or a 

significant portion thereof, with its own forces; 
(d) only one Bid is received; or 
(e) in the judgment of the Award Authority, the interests of the City would best be served 

by not awarding a Contract. 

B15.3 Where an award of Contract is made by the City, the award shall be made to the responsible 
and qualified Bidder submitting the lowest evaluated responsive Bid. 

B15.4 Notwithstanding GC.3.01 and GC.3.02, the City will issue a purchase order to the successful 
Bidder in lieu of the execution of a Contract. 

B15.5 The Contract Documents, as defined in GC.1.01(7), in their entirety shall be deemed to be 
incorporated in and to form a part of the purchase order notwithstanding that they are not 
necessarily attached to or accompany said purchase order.

D10.3 Any individual for whom a Criminal Record Search Certificate is not provided, or for whom a 
Criminal Record Search Certificate indicates any convictions or pending charges related to 
property offences or crimes against another person, will not be permitted to perform any Work 
within City facilities or on private property. 

D10.4 Any Criminal Record Search Certificate obtained thereby will be deemed valid for the duration 
of the Contract subject to a repeated records search as hereinafter specified. 

D10.5 Notwithstanding the foregoing, at any time during the term of the Contract, the City may, at its 
sole discretion and acting reasonably, require an updated criminal records search.  Any 
individual who fails to provide a satisfactory Criminal Record Search Certificate as a result of a 
repeated criminal records search will not be permitted to continue to perform Work under the 
Contract within City facilities or on private property. 

CONTROL OF WORK 

D11. COMMENCEMENT 

D11.1 The Contractor shall not commence any Work until he is in receipt of a purchase order 
authorizing the commencement of the Work. 

D11.2 The Contractor shall not commence any Work on the Site until: 
(a) the Contract Administrator has confirmed receipt and approval of: 

(i) evidence that the Contractor is in good standing under The Corporations Act 
(Manitoba), or properly registered under The Business Names Registration Act 
(Manitoba), or otherwise properly registered, licensed or permitted by law to carry on 
business in Manitoba; 

(ii) evidence of the workers compensation coverage specified in D8; 
(iii) evidence of the insurance specified in D9; and 
(iv) the security clearances specified in D10. 

(b) the Contractor has attended a meeting with the Contract Administrator, or the Contract 
Administrator has waived the requirement for a meeting. 

D12. ORDERS 

D12.1 The Contractor shall provide a local Winnipeg telephone number or a toll-free telephone number 
at which orders for service may be placed. 

D13. RECORDS 

D13.1 The Contractor shall keep detailed records of the services supplied under the Contract. 

D13.2 The Contractor shall record, as a minimum, for each item listed on Form B: Prices: 
(a) User name(s) and addresses; 
(b) order date(s); 
(c) service date(s); and 
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(d) description and quantity of services provided. 

MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT 

D14. INVOICES 

D14.1 Further to GC.9.01 and notwithstanding GC.9.03, the Contractor shall submit an invoice for the 
Work performed pursuant to each order. 

D14.2 Further to D6.3, the Contractor shall submit invoices to the locations designated at the time of 
ordering. 

D14.3 Invoices must clearly indicate, as a minimum: 
(a) the City's order number; 
(b) date(s) of provision of services; 
(c) location at which service was provided; 
(d) type and quantity of services provided; 
(e) the amount payable with GST and MRST shown as separate amounts; and 
(f) the Contractor's GST registration number. 

D14.4 The City will bear no responsibility for delays in approval of invoices which are improperly 
submitted. 

D15. PAYMENT 

D15.1 Further to GC.9.01 and GC.9.03, payment shall be in Canadian funds net thirty (30) Calendar 
Days after receipt and approval of the Contractor's invoice. 

WARRANTY 

D16. WARRANTY 

D16.1 Notwithstanding GC.10.01 and GC.10.02, the warranty period for each item of Work supplied 
shall begin on the date of successful delivery and shall expire one (1) year thereafter unless 
extended pursuant to D16.2, in which case it shall expire when provided for thereunder. 

D16.2 Further to GC.10.01, if a defect or deficiency prevents the full and normal use or operation of 
the Work or any portion thereof, for purposes of calculating the warranty period, time shall be 
deemed to cease to elapse for the defective or deficient portion, and for any portion of the Work 
whose use or operation is prevented by such defect or deficiency, as of the date on which the 
defect or deficiency is observed or the use or operation is prevented and shall begin to run 
again when the defect or deficiency has been corrected or the Work may be used or operated to 
the satisfaction of the Contract Administrator. 

D16.3 Notwithstanding GC.10.01, GC.10.02 and D16.2, if any law of Manitoba or of the jurisdiction in 
which the Work was manufactured requires, or if the manufacturer provides, a longer warranty 
period or a warranty which is more extensive in its nature, then the provisions of such law or 
manufacturer's warranty shall apply. 
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PART E - SPECIFICATIONS 

GENERAL 

E1. GENERAL 

E1.1 These Specifications shall apply to the Work. 

E1.2 The following Drawings are applicable to the Work:

A-5 Location of Infra Red Heaters at North Car Garage Storage Tracks 

E2. SERVICES 

E2.1 The Contractor shall inspect and repair infra red heaters in accordance with the requirements 
hereinafter specified. 

E2.2 The Contractor shall supply all labour, materials, tools, equipment, ladders and supervision 
necessary to perform the Work at the locations specified in Table B, except as otherwise 
stipulated hereinafter. 

E2.3 The Contractor may perform all Work during the normal workday and shall coordinate with the 
Contract Administrator a time to repair and test the infra red heaters. The Contractor shall follow 
the maintenance procedure prior to work in accordance with the applicable specification to 
service a Vantage II heater: 

(i) be sure gas and electric supply to heater are turned OFF before performing any 
service or maintenance on heater; 

(ii) inspect blower scroll, motor, and heater flue pipe for soot or dirty or any obstruction. 
After cleaning as necessary, reattach flue pipe; 

(iii) remove burner cap and check its condition (see below). Clean or replace as 
necessary; 

(iv) make visual check od hot surface igniter, replace if there is excessive carbon 
residue, erosion, breakage or other defects; 

(v) check to see that burner observation window is clean and free of cracks or holes, 
clean or replace as necessary; 

(vi) check inside of firing tube with flashlight, if carbon or scale are present, scrape out 
deposits with wire brush on rod or metal plate attached to wooden pole; 

(vii) check for leaks with soap solution on any pipe joints that were disconnected during 
maintenanve before putting heater back in service; 

(viii) check performance of heater and visually observe flame for proper characteristics; 
(ix) the outside surfaces of the heater should be cleaned with a damp cloth; 
(x) the reflectors can be cleaned with a window cleaner; and 
(xi) inspect outside are supply pipe for leaks or abstructions, remove or repair as 

necessary (if so equipped). 

E2.4 All materials to be supplied by the Contractor for inspection and testing shall be included in the 
price bid. Major repair/maintenance parts not normally incidental to inspection and testing shall 
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be sold to the City (if authorized by the Contract Administrator) at the price stipulated and / or 
discounted. 

E2.5 All materials supplied by the Contractor shall be new or fully reconditioned, unless otherwise 
specifically authorized by the Contract Administrator. Reconditioned parts are defined as those 
parts which have been returned to the “original manufacturer” for quality assurance testing and 
approved for reissue. Salvaged parts from other buildings that are not approved for reissue by 
the “OEM” Original Equipment Manufacturer will not be accepted. 

E2.6 The Contractor shall make minor repairs and/or replace minor parts as required, at the time of 
inspection. The inspection cost shall include the cost of minor parts associated labour. 

E2.7 The Contractor shall schedule all inspections with the Contract Administrator prior to the 
commencement of the Work. 

E2.8 The Contractor shall complete the inspection and testing form (see attached sample) for each 
unit, at each location and send the completed forms, dated, and signed to the Contract 
Administrator within ten (10) working days after the completion of Work. 

E2.9 All inspection reports shall be submitted to the Contract Administrator, for review and approval 
prior to payment. Each report shall have a section for identifying the items required at each 
location for further maintenance. Should the Contract Administrator find the inspection not to be 
to prescribed standard(s), the Contractor, at his expense, shall correct all discrepancies within 
forty-eight (48) hours. 

E2.10 Where a replacement of mechanical components is necessary, and the costs are in excess of 
five thousand ($5000.00) dollars, the Contractor must contact the Contract Administrator for 
approval before proceeding. 

E2.11 Where a component or system is not immediately vital to the operation, the Contract 
Administrator may request a written cost estimate. 

E2.11.1 The City retains the right to request prices for substantial repairs from other Contractors 
based on the information supplied by the Contractor. 

E2.12 The City of Winnipeg has provided an Infra Red Heater Inspection Form, for the Bidder to 
review on the work required. The City also has attached a list of heaters that are located at the 
various locations. The Bidder shall not rely upon the information furnished and must check each 
location. 

E3. QUALIFICATIONS OF BIDDER 

E3.1 The work that is to be performed requires thorough knowledge of and experience with the 
inspection, and repair of infra red heater equipment. In accordance with the requirements of the 
Workplace Safety and Health Act (C.C.S.M. c. G30), this information is available at The 
Manitoba Gas Notices and Addenda (Mechanical and Engineering Branch’s) website: 
www.gov.mb.ca/labour/safety/index.html. 

E3.2 The Contractor shall be fully qualified, having a properly licenced Gas Fitter and necessary 
personnel and equipment to carry out the work described herein. 

E4. LOCATION AND SCHEDULE OF WORK 

E4.1 Work shall be performed on an "as-required" basis during the term of the Contract at the Sites 
within the City. 
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E4.1.1 Work shall be completed within five (5) Working Days of commencement, except where 
otherwise agreed at the time of ordering. 

E4.1.2 The Contractor shall promptly report any delay or change to an agreed commencement or 
completion date to the User. 

E4.2 Work shall be performed between 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. on Business Days. 

E4.3 Table B of these Specifications, listing the intended locations, and is provided for the 
convenience of the Bidder only. The City reserves the right to add or delete locations, within the 
boundaries of the City, or alter the type or quantity of Work to be performed at any location as 
required by changes in its operations during the term of the Contract. 

E5. EMPLOYEE CONDUCT AND SUPERVISON 

E5.1 The Contractor shall provide adequate supervision of its employees and shall ensure that all 
such employees conduct themselves in a manner appropriate to persons in a City facility and 
shall without limitation ensure that employees: 
(a) behave in a courteous and polite manner to City staff and other person in the facility;  
(b) do not smoke within the facility; 
(c) obey all posted safety rules; 
(d) leave all furnishings, equipment etc. moved during the inspection and testing, in an “as 

found” condition at the completion of the work; 
(e) use their own radio(s) or telephones or cellular telephones necessary for on site 

communication; and 
(f) when employees are in the facility, that it is kept secure from entry by unauthorized 

persons.
