WORK 

This is a working fire hall, cooperation between station crews and the Contractor shall be 
expected and can be co-ordinated with the Contract Administrator. 

The Contractor shall insure that the power supply and their power tools are compatible. 

The Contractor shall insure the removal and replacement of all furniture and fixtures etc. 

The Contractor shall insure Site cleanup on a daily basis and the Contractor shall be 
responsible for the removal of all tools and garbage from the Site at the completion of the 
Work. 

FLOOR INSTALLATION:    

The floors shall be prepared for epoxy by the removal of all old flooring and cove bases.

All seamless epoxy floors shall include a 4” cove base at the wall and counter contact area 
throughout the installation 

Solid backing for cove base shall be installed as required (Note: sheet rock and wall board is 
not solid backing.)  Minimum ½ inch plywood would be acceptable backing.  The Contractor 
shall install cove base backing where and as required. 

A 100% solid epoxy mortar shall be installed at a nominal thickness of 1/8th inch to follow 
present concrete floor contours (Concrete floor cracks, floor chips and dips shall be repaired 
at this time)
