TYPE

Shall be a rear mounted, heavy duty, 3-section batwing rotary mower. The mower shall be the
manufacturer’s latest model.

The rotary cutter shall be furnished complete and ready for use. All parts not specifically
mentioned, but which are required to complete and place the units in successful operation, shall
be furnished as though specifically mentioned in these specifications. The complete unit, and all
parts thereof, shall conform in strength and quality of material and workmanship, to the best
standards and engineering practice of the industry.

It will be the responsibility of the Bidder to inform the City of any deficiencies in these
specifications, for under this Contract the Contractor shall be held responsible for the design,
performance, reliability and satisfactory operational function of the unit.

The ratings specified herein merely state the minimum values acceptable to the City. There is no
intent of implying that these values are sufficient for the design of the unit being bid.

STANDARDS

All applicable SAE standards form an integral part of these specifications and shall have
precedence in any conflict concerning minimum acceptable standards.

QUALIFICATIONS OF MANUFACTURER / CONTRACTOR

The Contractor shall be an authorized distributor/supplier of the rotary cutter being bid.

The Contractor shall have an authorized service facility located within 10 km of the boundaries of
the City of Winnipeg. The facility, or a portion thereof, shall be dedicated to the service and
maintenance of the rotary cutter being offered. Further to B9.1, Bidders shall provide a
description of the service facility including, but not limited to, number of qualified service staff,
years of service experience on rotary mower equipment, and general service capabilities. A
description of the service facility shall be provided within 3-Calendar Days upon request by the
Contract Administrator.

The training shall be conducted within two (2) calendar weeks
from the date of delivery and shall be coordinated through the Contract
Administrator. The training shall be conducted in Winnipeg at a location
designated by the Contract Administrator.

Pricing should be based on one (1) working day for maintenance
personnel and two (2) working days for operating personnel.

Note: Final payment of the equipment will not be issued until
successful completion of training has been conducted to the
satisfaction of the Contract Administrator.

The Contractor shall warrant gearboxes, and all parts thereof,
against any defects of workmanship, construction and materials, and
agrees to repair or replace without cost to the City the article that

has become defective and not proven to have been caused by
negligence on the part of the user within three (3) years from the date
the equipment is put into service by the City of Winnipeg.

PERFROMANCE RELIABILITY

The responsibility for the design of the complete unit, its performance
and reliability shall rest upon the Contractor.

The term "repeat failures" as used herein is defined to mean that
the same component, subassembly, or assembly develops repeated
defects, breakdowns and/or malfunctions rendering the unit

replacement during the warranty period applicable for said component,
sub-assembly, or assembly. Minor items or ordinary service
adjustments are not included, or considered under the scope of
"repeated failures"”, as well as other factors, such as operational
damage due to accidents, misuse or lack of proper maintenance,
service and lubrication attention by not following the manufacturer's
preventative maintenance schedules.
