VERFICATION OF WEIGHT

Further to GC4.02, GC5.01(3), GC5.03(1) and other relevant clauses of the General Conditions,
all products which are paid for on a weight basis shall be weighed on a scale certified by
Consumer & Corporate Affairs, Canada.

All weigh tickets shall have the gross weight and the time and date of weighing printed by an
approved electro/mechanical printer coupled to the scale.

The tare weight and net weight may either be hand written or machine printed.

All weights, scales, and procedures shall be subject to inspection and verification by the
Contract Administrator. Such inspection and verification may include, but shall not be limited to:
(a) checking Contractor’s scales for Consumer & Corporate Affairs certification seals;

(b) observing weighing procedures;

(c) random checking of either gross or tare weights by having such trucks as the Contract
Administrator shall select weighed at the nearest available certified scale; and/or

(d) checking tare weights shown on delivery tickets against a current tare (not more than one
month old) to be carried in all trucks delivering weight measured materials to City of
Winnipeg projects.

It shall be the Contractor’s responsibility to obtain this tare and keep it current. This tare shall be
obtained by weighing the truck or truck/trailer(s) combination on a certified scale and shall
show:

(8) which scale the truck was weighed on;

(b) the mechanically-printed tare weight;

(c) the license number(s) of the truck and trailer(s); and
(d) the time and date of weighing.
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D13.6  No charge shall be made to the City for any delays or loss of production caused by such
inspection and verification. Arrangements for the use of independent scales shall be made by
the Contract Administrator and shall be at no cost to the Contractor.

D13.7  Computer generated printed batch weights accompanying the delivery tickets will be
acceptable, subject to verification by the Contract Administrator.

D14. INVOICES

D14.1  Further to GC.9.01 and notwithstanding GC.9.03, the Contractor shall submit an invoice for
each order delivered.

D14.1.1 Table A of these Supplemental Conditions, listing current invoicing addresses, is provided
for the convenience of the Contractor only. The City reserves the right to revise locations
as required by changes in its operations during the term of the Contract.

D14.2  Further to D5.3, the Contractor shall submit invoices to the locations designated at the time of
ordering.

D14.3  Invoices must clearly indicate, as a minimum:
(a) the City's order number;
(b) date of delivery;
(c) delivery address;
(d) type and quantity of goods delivered;
(e) the amount payable with GST and MRST shown as separate amounts; and
() the Contractor's GST registration number.

D14.4  The City will bear no responsibility for delays in approval of invoices which are improperly
submitted.

D15. PAYMENT

D15.1  Further to GC.9.01 and GC.9.03, payment shall be in Canadian funds net thirty (30) Calendar
Days after receipt and approval of the Contractor's invoice.

D15.2  Further to GC.9.03, effective January 1, 2007 the City may at its option pay the Contractor by
direct deposit to the Contractor's banking institution.

INDEMNITY

D16. INDEMNITY

D16.1  Notwithstanding GC 7.03, the Contractor shall indemnify the City in the amount of a minimum of
twice the Contract value plus two (2) million dollars.

WARRANTY

D17. WARRANTY
D17.1  Warranty is as stated in GC 10.01.
D17.1  Notwithstanding GC.10.01, the warranty period for each item of Work supplied shall begin on

the date of successful delivery and expire one (1) year thereafter unless extended pursuant to
G.C. 10.01 (6), in which case it shall expire when provided for thereunder.

GENERAL

E1l. APPLICABLE SPECIFICATIONS AND DRAWINGS

El.1 These Specifications shall apply to the Work.

E1.2 Bidders are reminded that requests for approval of substitutes as an approved equal or an

approved alternative shall be made in accordance with B5.

E2. GOODS

E2.1 The Contractor shall supply and deliver cold mix asphalt in accordance with the requirements

hereinafter specified.

E2.1.1 The following products are the only approved product that shall be used in the production
of cold mix asphalt:

E3. AGGREGATES

E3.1 Cold Mix Modified Cutbacks:

E3.1.1 The aggregates to be used for cold mix modified cutback shall be crushed limestone
meeting the following gradation requirements prior to the introduction of the modified
cutback asphalt.

10,000 100
5,000 50-70
2,500 5-25
1,250 4-10
315 0-6
80 0-4

E3.1.2 The limestone when subjected to the abrasion test shall have a loss of not more than thirty
(30%) percent. The method of testing shall be in accordance with ASTM Standard C131,
(American Society for Testing and Materials) Test for Resistance to Abrasion of Small Size
Coarse Aggregate by Use of the Los Angeles Machine.

E3.1.3 The limestone retained on the No. 5000 sieve shall contain not less than one hundred
(100%) percent crushed aggregate as determined by actual particle count. Crushed
aggregate shall be considered as that aggregate having at least two freshly fractured
faces.

E3.2 The cold mix asphalt shall consist of aggregates (as described in E3.1.1) and a minimum 5.0%

modified cutback asphalt as described in E2.1.1, by weight of total mix at time of mixing.

E3.3 Mixing temperature of mix shall be in accordance with the Modified Cutback Manufacturer's

recommendations.

The Contractor must ensure thorough coating of all aggregate with asphalt at time of mixing.
Should any cold mix delivered by the Contractor not be thoroughly coated with oil to the
satisfaction of the Contract Administrator, the load may be rejected and no payment made for
same. The Contract Administrator's decision of thoroughness of coating shall be final.

All cold mix asphalt supplied under this contract may be stockpiled uncovered outside for up to
twelve (12) months. The piles must remain workable and pliable for a period of up to twelve (12)
months from date of delivery.

PENALTIES

In the event the Contractor fails to make delivery as specified in E5.1.1, a twenty (20%) percent
late delivery price adjustment will be assessed on the first day after the required delivery date.
For each day of delay following the initial late delivery price adjustment, an additional five (5%)
percent late delivery price adjustment will be assessed.

Should the cold mix asphalt become unusable, due to a failure of any kind of the product, the
Contractor shall immediately replace the unusable cold mix asphalt with cold mix asphalt that
fully meets the specifications at no cost to the City. If the Contractor fails to replace the
unusable product with a usable product within twenty-four (24) hours of being notified, the
Contractor will be subject to a penalty of five hundred dollars ($500.00) per day commencing
immediately after the initial twenty-four (24) hour replacement period. Penalties will continue
until a usable product meeting all requirements of the specifications is supplied for use.

The Contractor shall be responsible for the removal and cleanup of any unusable cold mix
asphalt.

DELIVERY

Goods shall be delivered to the locations listed in Table B — Delivery locations within a seventy-
two (72) hour period; individual orders will not be less than fifty (50) tonnes, f.0.b. destination,
freight prepaid.

Approximately two hundred (200) tonnes will be required between October 15, 2007 and
December 01, 2007 / October 15, 2008 and December 01, 2008 and the other six hundred
(600) tonnes will be required between February 1, 2008 to August 31, 2008 / February 1,
2009 to August 31, 2009.

The Contractor shall confirm each scheduled delivery with the User at least twenty-four
(24) hours before delivery.

The Contractor shall promptly report any delay or change to an agreed delivery date to the
Contract Administrator or his/her designate.

Goods shall be delivered between 8:00 a.m. and 3:00 p.m. on Business Days.
The Contractor shall off-load goods as directed at the delivery location.

Table B of these Specifications, listing intended delivery locations, is provided for the
convenience of the Bidder only. The City reserves the right to add or delete locations, within the
boundaries of the City, or alter the type or quantity of goods to be supplied to any location as
required by changes in its operations during the term of the Contract.
