3. Contractor is to limit operations to the area within the area of work

4. Contractor is to obtain location of all utilities prior to construction. 
If using power equipment to excavate contractor must notify Hydro 
and Gas and telephone utilities and take steps to avoid damaging 
their installations.

5. All dimensions are in meters unless otherwise noted
6. Contractor to confirm all dimensions and report any discrepancies to 

Contract Administrator prior to construction.
7. Layout is to be approved by Contract Administrator prior to any 

construction or demolition/removals.
