(b) if required, automobile liability insurance for owned automobiles used for or in connection with the Work in
the amount of at least two million dollars ($2,000,000.00), to remain in place at all times during the
performance of the Work;

D10.2 Deductibles shall be borne by the Contractor.

D10.3  The Contractor shall provide the Contract Administrator with a certificate(s) of insurance, in a form satisfactory
to the City Solicitor, at least two (2) Business Days prior to the commencement of any Work on the Site but in
no event later than the date specified in C4.1 for the return of the executed Contract.
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D10.3  The Contractor shall not cancel, materially alter, or cause the policy to lapse without providing at least thirty (30)
Calendar Days prior written notice to the Contract Administrator.
