(a) provide sufficient information and details to enable the Contract Administrator to determine
the acceptability of the Plant, Material or method as either an approved equal or
alternative;

(b) identify any and all changes required in the applicable Work, and all changes to any other
Work, which would become necessary to accommodate the substitute;

(c) identify any anticipated cost or time savings that may be associated with the substitute;

(d) certify that, in the case of a request for approval as an approved equal, the substitute will
fully perform the functions called for by the general design, be of equal or superior
substance to that specified, is suited to the same use and capable of performing the same
function as that specified and can be incorporated into the Work, strictly in accordance with
the proposed work schedule and the dates specified in the Supplemental Conditions for
Substantial Performance and Total Performance;

(e) certify that, in the case of a request for approval as an approved alternative, the substitute
will adequately perform the functions called for by the general design, be similar in
substance to that specified, is suited to the same use and capable of performing the same
function as that specified and can be incorporated into the Work, strictly in accordance with
the proposed work schedule and the dates specified in the Supplemental Conditions for
Substantial Performance and Total Performance.

The Contract Administrator, after assessing the request for approval of a substitute, may in his
sole discretion grant approval for the use of a substitute as an “approved equal” or as an
“approved alternative”, or may refuse to grant approval of the substitute.

The Contract Administrator will provide a response in writing, at least two (2) Business Days
prior to the Submission Deadline, only to the Bidder who requested approval of the substitute.

Paragraph 2 of Form A: Proposal shall be completed in accordance with the following
requirements:

For the
purpose of percent mark-up, the Contractor’'s own forces will be considered a sub-trade
and costs will be determined based on the mark-up entered on Form B: Prices.

The estimated construction cost stated in Item 5 on Form B: Prices is only an estimate.
The actual amount paid to contractor may vary from this amount depending on scope of
work and sub-trade pricing. The Percent mark-up that the Construction manager is entitled
to on the accepted bids for sub-trade pricing. The Percent mark-up will be in accordance
with the amount stipulated in Form B: Prices, under Item 3 Percent mark-up on sub-traces
based on the Estimated Construction Cost for evaluation purposes.

If, in the course of negotiations pursuant to B18.2 or otherwise, the Bidder amends or modifies a
Proposal after the Submission Deadline, the City may consider the amended Proposal as an
alternative to the Proposal already submitted without releasing the Bidder from the Proposal as
originally submitted.

The Award Authority may reject a Proposal as being non-responsive if the Proposal Submission
is incomplete, obscure or conditional, or contains additions, deletions, alterations or other
irregularities. The Award Authority may reject all or any part of any Proposal, or waive technical
requirements or minor informalities or irregularities if the interests of the City so require.

The Award Authority shall reject any Proposal submitted by a Bidder who does not
demonstrate, in his Proposal or in other information required to be submitted, that he is
responsible and qualified.

The Total Bid Price shall be the sum of the quantities multiplied by the unit prices for each item
shown on Form B: Prices.

If there is any discrepancy between the Total Bid Price written in figures, the Total Bid
Price written in words and the sum of the quantities multiplied by the unit prices for each
item, the sum of the quantities multiplied by the unit prices for each item shall take
precedence.

In the event that a unit price is not provided on Form B: Prices, the City will determine the
unit price by dividing the Amount (extended price) by the approximate quantity, for the
purposes of evaluation and payment.

D2.3 The major components of the Work are as follows:
