WITHDRAWAL OF BIDS

A Bidder may withdraw his Bid without penalty by giving written notice to the Manager of
Materials at any time prior to the Submission Deadline.

Where possible, excavation shall be carried out such that the edge of the
excavation shall be a minimum of 1.5 times the diameter (measured in inches) where 1
inch diameter equals 1 foot measured from the outside edge of the trunk of the tree at 6
inches above grade. Where roots must be cut to facilitate excavation, they shall be pruned
neatly at the face of excavation.

(i)  All topbeams shall be fabricated from min. 90mm (3 1/2") O.D. 7 gauge, RS40
galvanized steel pipe or 60mm (2 3/8”) 5 gauge, RS40 galvanized steel pipe with
anti-wrap swings. All fabrication cuts, drill holes and weld joints shall be sprayed with
a corrosion resistant coating.
