E2.1 Further to C3.1, the geotechnical report is provided to aid the Contractor’s evaluation of the

(b) Trees identified to be at risk by the Contract Administrator are to be strapped with 25 x 100
x 2400mm wood planks, or suitably protected as approved by the Contract Administrator.

(c) Excavation shall be performed in a manner that minimizes damage to the existing root
systems. Where possible, excavation shall be carried out such that the edge of the
excavation shall be a minimum of 1.5 times the diameter (measured in inches), with the
outcome read in feet, from the closest edge of the trunk. Where roots must be cut to
facilitate excavation, they shall be pruned neatly at the face of excavation.

(d) Operation of equipment within the dripline of the trees shall be kept to the minimum
required to perform the work required. Equipment shall not be parked, repaired, refuelled;
construction materials shall not be stored, and earth materials shall not be stockpiled within
the driplines of trees. The dripline of a tree shall be considered to be the ground surface
directly beneath the tips of its outermost branches. The Contractor shall ensure that the
operations do not cause flooding or sediment deposition on areas where trees are located.

Should the Contractor be unable to maintain an existing access to a residence or business,
he shall review the planned disruption with the business or residence and the Contract
Administrator, and take reasonable measures to minimize the impact.

CONSTRUCTION METHODS

E9.6 Prepare the subgrade in accordance with CW 3110.

E9.7 Place separation geotextile fabric (non-woven) over the accepted subgrade in accordance with

E9.15  Supply, placement and compaction of crushed sub-base material will be measured and paid in
accordance with CW 3110.

E9.16  No measurement or payment will be made for materials rejected by the Contract Administrator.

E10. INSTALLATION OF SUBDRAINS

E10.1 Description
(a) This specification shall amend CW 3120

(i) Replace 3.2.3 to read: Install drainage fabric in accordance with this specification
and the Drawings.

E11. PLAIN CONCRETE PAVEMENT

E11.1 General

E11.1.1 This specification amends CW 3310 ‘Portland Cement Concrete Pavement Works’ to allow

for the provision of plain, unreinforced concrete pavement.

E11.1.2 Plain, unreinforced concrete pavement exists as slender concrete driveway approach strips

along alley reconstructions, and will vary in thickness from 100mm to 150mm.

E11.2  Definitions

E11.2.1 Plain Concrete Pavement — A Portland Cement Concrete pavement with no reinforcing

steel in the pavement slab.

E11.3  Construction Methods

E11.3.1 Where the Drawings call for a connection from a new concrete driveway strip to a new

concrete pavement, tie bars shall be placed prior to placing the concrete pavement.

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Placing of tie bars shall be at mid-depth and spaced as directed by the Contract
Administrator.

Tie Bars — As noted in CW 3310, supply and installation of tie bars, except for drilled tie
bars, shall be incidental to the construction of Portland Cement Concrete pavements.

Method of Measurement and Basis of Payment

Construction of Plain Concrete Pavement will be measured by the square metre and paid
for at the Contract Unit Price per square metre of Plain Concrete Pavement, which price
shall be payment in full for supplying all materials and performing all operations herein
described and all other items incidental to the work included in this Specification.

ORIFICE PLATE

General

This specification covers the supply and installation of orifice plates in catch basins or
manholes.

Definitions
Orifice Plate shall be a square steel plate with dimensions as shown on the Drawings
The steel plate shall be hot dip galvanized after fabrication.

Fasteners shall be 100 mm long 12 mm diameter stainless steel fasteners by Readhead or
approved equal.

Construction Methods
Orifice Plate shall be installed as shown on the Drawings.

Catch basins or manholes with Orifice Plates installed at the outlet shall have a 0.6m sump
to deter potential clogging.

Method of Measurement and Basis of Payment

Orifice Plates will be measured and paid for at the Contract Unit Price for each Orifice
Plate supplied and installed in a catch basin or manhole. The price shall be payment in full
for supplying all materials and performing all operations herein described and all other
items incidental to the work included in this Specification.

FENCE ADJUSTMENT

General

This specification covers the adjustment of the existing chain link fence at 55 Fifth Avenue
to suit the new grades of the lane.

Materials

(a) Adjustment of the existing chain link fence will utilize all materials as found on Site; no
additional materials will be required.

Construction Method

Adjust chain link fencing as directed by the Contract Administrator.

Method of Measurement and Basis of Payment

Adjustment of existing chain link fencing will be measured on a lump sum basis and paid
for at the Contract Unit Price “Adjust existing Chain Link Fence”. The price shall be
payment in full for supplying all materials and performing all operations herein described
and all other items incidental to the work included in this Specification.
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E14. TERASPAN CABLE

E14.1 Description

(a) Further to CW 1120-R1, the Contractor shall pay for any costs for TeraSpan site safety
watch where required when the Contractor is working in close proximity to TeraSpan’s
fibre-optic cable. TeraSpan shall notify the Contractor when site safety watch is required.
The Contractor shall pay for any repairs from damage to the fibre-optic cable that is caused
by the Contractor. The City will pay for any lowering of TeraSPan cable to relocate it under
pavement or sidewalk.
