Deadline will not be accepted and will be returned upon request. 

B2.3 The Contract Administrator or the Manager of Materials may extend the Submission Deadline 
by issuing an addendum at any time prior to the time and date specified in B2.1. 

B3. SITE INVESTIGATION 

B3.1 Further to C3.1, the Contract Administrator or an authorized representative will be available at 
the Site at 11:00 a.m on April 17, 2012 to provide Bidders access to the Site.  Site 
Investigation meeting will start promptly at 11:00 a.m. 

B3.2 The Bidder shall not be entitled to rely on any information or interpretation received at the Site 
investigation unless that information or interpretation is the Bidder’s direct observation, or is 
provided by the Contract Administrator in writing. 

B4. ENQUIRIES 

B4.1 All enquiries shall be directed to the Contract Administrator identified in D3.1. 

B4.2 If the Bidder finds errors, discrepancies or omissions in the Bid Opportunity, or is unsure of 
the meaning or intent of any provision therein, the Bidder shall notify the Contract 
Administrator of the error, discrepancy or omission, or request a clarification as to the 
meaning or intent of the provision at least five (5) Business Days prior to the Submission 
Deadline. 

B4.3 Responses to enquiries which, in the sole judgment of the Contract Administrator, require a 
correction to or a clarification of the Bid Opportunity will be provided by the Contract 
Administrator to all Bidders by issuing an addendum. 

B4.4 Responses to enquiries which, in the sole judgment of the Contract Administrator, do not 
require a correction to or a clarification of the Bid Opportunity will be provided by the Contract 
Administrator only to the Bidder who made the enquiry. 

B4.5 The Bidder shall not be entitled to rely on any response or interpretation received pursuant to 
B4 unless that response or interpretation is provided by the Contract Administrator in writing.

B6.3 Requests for approval of a substitute will not be considered unless received in writing by the 
Contract Administrator at least five (5) Business Days prior to the Submission Deadline. 

B6.4 The Bidder shall ensure that any and all requests for approval of a substitute: 
(a) provide sufficient information and details to enable the Contract Administrator to 

determine the acceptability of the Plant, Material or method as either an approved equal 
or alternative; 

(b) identify any and all changes required in the applicable Work, and all changes to any 
other Work, which would become necessary to accommodate the substitute; 

(c) identify any anticipated cost or time savings that may be associated with the substitute; 
(d) certify that, in the case of a request for approval as an approved equal, the substitute will 

fully perform the functions called for by the general design, be of equal or superior 
substance to that specified, is suited to the same use and capable of performing the 
same function as that specified and can be incorporated into the Work, strictly in 
accordance with the proposed work schedule and the dates specified in the 
Supplemental Conditions for Substantial Performance and Total Performance; 

(e) certify that, in the case of a request for approval as an approved alternative, the 
substitute will adequately perform the functions called for by the general design, be 
similar in substance to that specified, is suited to the same use and capable of 
performing the same function as that specified and can be incorporated into the Work, 
strictly in accordance with the proposed work schedule and the dates specified in the 
Supplemental Conditions for Substantial Performance and Total Performance. 

B6.5 The Contract Administrator, after assessing the request for approval of a substitute, may in 
his sole discretion grant approval for the use of a substitute as an “approved equal” or as an 
“approved alternative”, or may refuse to grant approval of the substitute. 

B6.6 The Contract Administrator will provide a response in writing, at least two (2) Business Days 
prior to the Submission Deadline, only to the Bidder who requested approval of the substitute. 

B6.6.3 The Bidder requesting and obtaining the approval of a substitute shall be entirely 
responsible for disseminating information regarding the approval to any person or persons 
he wishes to inform. 

B6.7 If the Contract Administrator approves a substitute as an “approved equal”, any Bidder may 
use the approved equal in place of the specified item. 

B6.8 If the Contract Administrator approves a substitute as an “approved alternative”, any Bidder 
bidding that approved alternative may base his Total Bid Price upon the specified item but 
may also indicate an alternative price based upon the approved alternative.  Such alternatives 
will be evaluated in accordance with B14.

B7.7 Bidders are advised that inclusion of terms and conditions inconsistent with the Bid Opportunity 
document, including the General Conditions, will be evaluated in accordance with B14.1(a).

B7.8.5 The Bidder is advised that the City cannot take responsibility for the availability of the 
facsimile machine at any time. 

B7.8.6 Bids submitted by internet electronic mail (e-mail) will not be accepted. 

B8. BID 

B8.1 The Bidder shall complete Form A: Bid, making all required entries. 

B8.2 Paragraph 2 of Form A: Bid shall be completed in accordance with the following requirements: 
(a) if the Bidder is a sole proprietor carrying on business in his own name, his name shall be 

inserted; 
(b) if the Bidder is a partnership, the full name of the partnership shall be inserted; 
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(c) if the Bidder is a corporation, the full name of the corporation shall be inserted; 
(d) if the Bidder is carrying on business under a name other than his own, the business 

name and the name of every partner or corporation who is the owner of such business 
name shall be inserted. 

B8.2.7 If a Bid is submitted jointly by two or more persons, each and all such persons shall identify 
themselves in accordance with B8.2. 

B8.3 In Paragraph 3 of Form A: Bid, the Bidder shall identify a contact person who is authorized to 
represent the Bidder for purposes of the Bid.

B9.2 Payments to Non-Resident Contractors are subject to Non-Resident Withholding Tax 
pursuant to the Income Tax Act (Canada). 

B10. QUALIFICATION 

B10.1 The Bidder shall: 
(a) undertake to be in good standing under The Corporations Act (Manitoba), or properly 

registered under The Business Names Registration Act (Manitoba), or otherwise 
properly registered, licensed or permitted by law to carry on business in Manitoba; and 

(b) be financially capable of carrying out the terms of the Contract; and 
(c) have all the necessary experience, capital, organization, and equipment to perform the 

Work in strict accordance with the terms and provisions of the Contract. 

B10.2 The Bidder and any proposed Subcontractor (for the portion of the Work proposed to be 
subcontracted to them) shall: 
(a) be responsible and not be suspended, debarred or in default of any obligations to the

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B10.3 The Bidder and/or any proposed Subcontractor (for the portion of the Work proposed to be 
subcontracted to them) shall: 
(a) have successfully carried out work similar in nature, scope and value to the Work; and 
(b) be fully capable of performing the Work required to be in strict accordance with the 

terms and provisions of the Contract; and 
(c) have a written workplace safety and health program if required pursuant to The 

Workplace Safety and Health Act (Manitoba); 

B10.4 Further to B10.3(c), the Bidder shall, within five (5) Business Days of a request by the 
Contract Administrator, provide proof satisfactory to the Contract Administrator that the 
Bidder/Subcontractor has a workplace safety and health program meeting the requirements of 
The Workplace Safety and Health Act (Manitoba), by providing: 
(a) a valid COR certification number under the Certificate of Recognition (COR) Program 

administered by the Manitoba Construction Safety Association or by the Manitoba Heavy 
Construction Association’s Safety, Health and Environment Program; or 

(b) a report or letter to that effect from an independent reviewer acceptable to the City.  (A 
list of acceptable reviewers and the review template are available on the Information

B10.5 The Bidder shall submit, within three (3) Business Days of a request by the Contract

B11.3 After award of Contract, the name(s) of the successful Bidder(s) and the Contract amount(s) 
will be available on the Closed Bid Opportunities (or Public/Posted Opening & Award Results) 
page at The City of Winnipeg, Corporate Finance, Materials Management Division website at 
http://www.winnipeg.ca/matmgt 

B11.4 The Bidder is advised that any information contained in any Bid may be released if required 
by City policy or procedures, by The Freedom of Information and Protection of Privacy Act 
(Manitoba), by other authorities having jurisdiction, or by law. 

B12. IRREVOCABLE BID 

B12.1 The Bid(s) submitted by the Bidder shall be irrevocable for the time period specified in 
Paragraph 9 of Form A: Bid. 

B12.2 The acceptance by the City of any Bid shall not release the Bids of the next two lowest 
evaluated responsive Bidders and these Bidders shall be bound by their Bids on such Work 
for the time period specified in Paragraph 9 of Form A: Bid.

B13. WITHDRAWAL OF BIDS 

B13.1 A Bidder may withdraw his Bid without penalty by giving written notice to the Manager of 
Materials at any time prior to the Submission Deadline. 

B13.1.11 Notwithstanding C23.3, the time and date of receipt of any notice withdrawing a Bid shall 
be the time and date of receipt as determined by the Manager of Materials. 

B13.1.12 The City will assume that any one of the contact persons named in Paragraph 3 of Form A: 
Bid or the Bidder’s authorized representatives named in Paragraph 10 of Form A: Bid, and 
only such person, has authority to give notice of withdrawal. 

B13.1.13 If a Bidder gives notice of withdrawal prior to the Submission Deadline, the Manager of 
Materials will: 
(a) retain the Bid until after the Submission Deadline has elapsed; 
(b) open the Bid to identify the contact person named in Paragraph 3 of Form A: Bid and 

the Bidder’s authorized representatives named in Paragraph 10 of Form A: Bid; and 
(c) if the notice has been given by any one of the persons specified in B13.1.13(b), 

declare the Bid withdrawn. 

B13.2 A Bidder who withdraws his Bid after the Submission Deadline but before his Bid has been 
released or has lapsed as provided for in B12.2 shall be liable for such damages as are 
imposed upon the Bidder by law and subject to such sanctions as the Chief Administrative 
Officer considers appropriate in the circumstances.  The City, in such event, shall be entitled 
to all rights and remedies available to it at law. 

B14. EVALUATION OF BIDS 

B14.1 Award of the Contract shall be based on the following bid evaluation criteria: 
(a) compliance by the Bidder with the requirements of the Bid Opportunity or acceptable 

deviation there from (pass/fail);

B14.3 Further to B14.1(b), the Award Authority shall reject any Bid submitted by a Bidder who does 
not demonstrate, in his Bid or in other information required to be submitted, that he is 
responsible and qualified. 

B14.4 Further to B14.1(c), the Total Bid Price shall be the lump sum price shown on Form B: Prices. 

B15. AWARD OF CONTRACT 

B15.1 The City will give notice of the award of the Contract or will give notice that no award will be 
made. 

B15.2 The City will have no obligation to award a Contract to a Bidder, even though one or all of the 
Bidders are determined to be responsible and qualified, and the Bids are determined to be 
responsive. 

B15.2.14 Without limiting the generality of B15.2, the City will have no obligation to award a Contract 
where: 
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(a) the prices exceed the available City funds for the Work; 
(b) the prices are materially in excess of the prices received for similar work in the past; 
(c) the prices are materially in excess of the City’s cost to perform the Work, or a 

significant portion thereof, with its own forces; 
(d) only one Bid is received; or 
(e) in the judgment of the Award Authority, the interests of the City would best be served 

by not awarding a Contract. 

B15.3 Where an award of Contract is made by the City, the award shall be made to the responsible 
and qualified Bidder submitting the lowest evaluated responsive Bid, in accordance with B14. 

B15.3.15 Following the award of contract, a Bidder will be provided with information related to the 
evaluation of his Bid upon written request to the Contract Administrator. 

B15.4 Notwithstanding C4, the City will issue a Purchase Order to the successful Bidder in lieu of 
the execution of a Contract. 

B15.5 The Contract, as defined in C1.1, in its entirety shall be deemed to be incorporated in and to 
form a part of the Purchase Order notwithstanding that it is not necessarily attached to or 
accompany said Purchase Order.

SUBMISSIONS 

D6. AUTHORITY TO CARRY ON BUSINESS 

D6.1 The Contractor shall be in good standing under The Corporations Act (Manitoba), or properly 
registered under The Business Names Registration Act (Manitoba), or otherwise properly 
registered, licensed or permitted by law to carry on business in Manitoba, or if the Contractor 
does not carry on business in Manitoba, in the jurisdiction where the Contractor does carry on 
business, throughout the term of the Contract, and shall provide the Contract Administrator 
with evidence thereof upon request. 

D7. SAFE WORK PLAN 

D7.1 The Contractor shall provide the Contract Administrator with a Safe Work Plan at least five (5) 
Business Days prior to the commencement of any Work on the Site but in no event later than 
the date specified in C4.1 for the return of the executed Contract. 

D7.2 The Safe Work Plan should be prepared and submitted in the format shown in the City’s 
template which is available on the Information Connection page at The City of Winnipeg,

D8. INSURANCE 

D8.1 The Contractor shall provide and maintain the following insurance coverage: 
(a) commercial general liability insurance, in the amount of at least two million dollars 

($2,000,000.00) inclusive, with The City of Winnipeg added as an additional insured, 
with a cross-liability clause, such liability policy to also contain contractual liability, 
unlicensed motor vehicle liability, non-owned automobile liability and products and 
completed operations, to remain in place at all times during the performance of the Work 
and throughout the warranty period; 

(b) automobile liability insurance covering all motor vehicles, owned and operated and used 
or to be used by the Contractor directly or indirectly in the performance of the Work.  The 
Limit of Liability shall not be less than two million dollars ($2,000,000.00) inclusive for 
loss or damage, including bodily injuries and death resulting from any one accident or 
occurrence.  Insurance to be in place until the date of Total Performance. 

D8.2 Deductibles shall be borne by the Contractor. 

D8.3 The Contractor shall provide the Contract Administrator with a certificate(s) of insurance, in a 
form satisfactory to the City Solicitor, at least two (2) Business Days prior to the 
commencement of any Work but in no event later than seven (7) Calendar Days from 
notification of the award of Contract by Purchase Order. 

D8.4 The Contractor shall not cancel, materially alter, or cause each policy to lapse without 
providing at least thirty (30) Calendar Days prior written notice to the Contract Administrator.

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D9. PERFORMANCE SECURITY 

D9.1 If the Contract Price exceeds twenty-five thousand dollars ($25,000.00), the Contractor shall 
provide and maintain performance security until the expiration of the warranty period in the 
form of: 
(a) a performance bond of a company registered to conduct the business of a surety in 

Manitoba, in the form attached to these Supplemental Conditions (Form H1: 
Performance Bond), in the amount of fifty percent (50%) of the Contract Price; or 

(b) an irrevocable standby letter of credit issued by a bank or other financial institution 
registered to conduct business in Manitoba and drawn on a branch located in Winnipeg, 
in the form attached to these Supplemental Conditions (Form H2: Irrevocable Standby 
Letter of Credit), in the amount of fifty percent (50%) of the Contract Price; or 

(c) a certified cheque or draft payable to “The City of Winnipeg”, drawn on a bank or other 
financial institution registered to conduct business in Manitoba, in the amount of fifty 
percent (50%) of the Contract Price. 

D9.1.17 Where the performance security is in the form of a certified cheque or draft, it will be 
deposited by the City.  The City will not pay any interest on certified cheques or drafts 
furnished as performance security. 

D9.2 The Contractor shall provide the City Solicitor with the required performance security within 
seven (7) Calendar Days of notification of the award of the Contract by way of Purchase 
Order and prior to the commencement of any Work on the Site. 

D10. SUBCONTRACTOR LIST 

D10.1 The Contractor shall provide the Contract Administrator with a complete list of the 
Subcontractors whom the Contractor proposes to engage (Form J: Subcontractor List) at least 
two (2) Business Days prior to the commencement of any Work on the Site but in no event 
later than seven (7) Calendar Days from notification of the award of Contract. 

SCHEDULE OF WORK 

D11. COMMENCEMENT 

D11.1 The Contractor shall not commence any Work until he is in receipt of a Purchase Order from 
the Award Authority authorizing the commencement of the Work.

D14.2 When the Contractor or the Contract Administrator considers the Work to be totally 
performed, the Contractor shall arrange, attend and assist in the inspection of the Work with 
the Contract Administrator for purposes of verifying Total Performance.  Any defects or 
deficiencies in the Work noted during that inspection shall be remedied by the Contractor at 
the earliest possible instance and the Contract Administrator notified so that the Work can be 
reinspected. 

D14.3 The date on which the Work has been certified by the Contract Administrator as being totally 
performed to the requirements of the Contract through the issue of a certificate of Total 
Performance is the date on which Total Performance has been achieved. 

D15. LIQUIDATED DAMAGES 

D15.1 If the Contractor fails to achieve Critical Stages, Substantial Performance or Total Performance 
in accordance with the Contract by the days fixed herein for same, the Contractor shall pay the 
City the following amounts per Calendar Day for each and every Calendar Day following the 
days fixed herein for same during which such failure continues: 

(a) Critical Stage #1 – Equipment Start-Up – eight hundred dollars ($800); 
(b) Critical Stage #2 – Commissioning – two hundred dollars ($200); 
(c) Critical Stage #3 – Training – two hundred dollars ($200); 
(d) Substantial Performance – one hundred dollars ($100);

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E2. HAZARDOUS MATERIALS 

E2.1 If asbestos or other hazardous materials are encountered during the Work of the Contract, the 
Contractor shall stop all work and notify the Contract Administrator immediately.  Removal of 
hazardous materials shall be dealt with by the City and the Contractor shall await further 
instruction by the Contract Administrator.  

E3. MATERIAL AND EQUIPMENT 

E3.1 Contractor shall be responsible for all transportation, handling, protection, storage and 
disposal of materials and equipment. 

E4. MATERIAL SAFETY DATA SHEETS 

E4.1 Comply with requirements of Workplace Hazardous Materials Information System (WHMIS) 
regarding use, handling, storage and disposal of hazardous materials and regarding labelling 
and provision of material safety data sheets acceptable to Labour Canada. 

E4.2 Contractor shall provide the Contract Administrator with one (1) copy of Material Safety Data

E5. QUALITY OF WORK 

E5.1 Ensure Quality of Work is of highest standard, executed by workers experienced and skilled in 
respective duties for which they are employed. Immediately notify Contract Administrator if 
required Work is such as to make it impractical to produce required results. 

E5.2 Do not employ anyone unskilled in his or her required duties. Contract Administrator reserves 
right to require dismissal from site, workers deemed incompetent or careless. 

E5.3 Decisions as to standard or fitness of Quality of Work in cases of dispute rest solely with 
Contract Administrator, whose decision is final. 

E6. USE OF SITE AND PREMISES 

E6.1 Contractor shall allow for continued access to the building and office throughout the 
construction period and shall ensure that both the building and office’s entering and exiting is 
maintained to the approval of the Local Authorities having Jurisdiction, local by-laws, and 
Work Place Safety and Health Policies.  This will also be applicable to street accesses. 

E6.2 No Work shall occur outside designated Work areas during normal working hours when the 
office is open. 

E6.3 Construction personnel must use only designated entrances for access to Work areas, 
delivery of materials and/or equipment and removal of construction debris.

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E7. SITE SAFETY AND TRAFFIC CONTROL 

E7.1 Contractor shall observe and enforce all construction safety measures required by the 
Manitoba Building Code, Worker’s Compensation Board, Municipal Statute or By-Laws.  In 
the event of a conflict between any provisions of the above authorities, the most restrictive 
provision shall apply. 

E7.2 All Work performed shall meet Workplace Safety and Health Act standards.  Contractor shall 
ensure that all workers follow safe working practises, including but not limited to CSA Z462-08 
and NFPA 70E. 

E7.3 Contractor shall be responsible for taking steps to protect building staff and the public from 
any hazards related o the Work.
