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D13.4  Bids Submissions must be submitted to the address in B7.5

D14. PAYMENT

D14.1  Further to C10, payment shall be in Canadian funds net thirty (30) Calendar Days after receipt
and approval of the Contractor's invoice.

D14.2  Further to C10, the City may at its option pay the Contractor by direct deposit to the Contractor’s
banking institution.

WARRANTY

D15. WARRANTY

D15.1  Warranty is as stated in C11.

D15.2  Notwithstanding C11, the warranty period for each item of Work supplied shall begin on the date
of successful delivery and expire three (3) years thereafter unless extended pursuant to C11.3,
in which case it shall expire when provided for thereunder.

D15.3  When mounted in-field, the pushbutton must be guaranteed to operate properly in an outdoor
environment throughout the warranty period without operational problems or structural failure of
housing.

D15.4 In addition to Warranty details published in D15, the supplier shall be responsible for all
transportation and service charges for any item that fails with the warranty period.

D15.5 Warrantable items must be repaired or replaced and returned to the City in operating condition

within 30 days of item arriving at the repair facility.
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PART E - SPECIFICATIONS

GENERAL

El. APPLICABLE SPECIFICATIONS

El.1 These Specifications shall apply to the Work.

E1l.2 Bidders are reminded that requests for approval of substitutes as an approved equal or an
approved alternative shall be made in accordance with B6.

E2. GOODS

E2.1 The Contractor shall supply and deliver traffic signal pedestrian pushbuttons in accordance with
the requirements hereinafter specified.

(&) Unless specified otherwise, all pushbuttons supplied must be ADA Compliant.

E3. PHYSICAL DESCRIPTION

E3.1 External appearance of pushbutton housing shall be smooth and solid with no voids (other than
those specified) or openings that would compromise pushbutton operation.

E3.1.1 Colouring: pushbutton body powder coated aluminum bright yellow;

E3.1.2 Pushbutton body shape: rectangular, with dimensions of 2.8 (+/- %2) inches wide and 4.5

(+/- %2) inches high.
(a) Circular or oval pushbutton body shapes are not acceptable.

E3.1.3 Pushbutton face (actuating surface): polished 303 or 316 stainless steel metal (shiny);

E3.2 The pushbutton shall operate properly in any mounted position.

E3.3 Pushbutton body shall be capable of being vertically mounted directly to a vertical face of an
octagonal shaped steel pole using two % inch diameter mounting screws: one centered above
the pushbutton face and one centered below the pushbutton face.

E3.3.1 A four bolt pattern using four ¥4 inch diameter mounting screws may be used if expressed
approval is given by the Contract Administrator prior to the bid closing. See B6 for
information about Substitutes.

E3.4 Surface area around the pushbutton mounting holes shall provide a clearance radius of ¥z inch

for the use of a nut driver to install the mounting screws.

E3.5 The pushbutton and gasket material (gasket described in E3.8) shall be directly mountable to
the City of Winnipeg traffic signal poles (secured with self-tapping screws) without the need to
use other items such as a housing box or additional mounting brackets.

E3.5.1 The supply of self-tapping mounting screws is not to be included in this Bid Opportunity.

E3.6 The Pushbutton Actuating Surface shall be a minimum 2 (+%, -0) inches in diameter.

E3.7 A concave dimple shall be provided in the center of the actuating face. Diameter is % inch (+/-
1/8 inch), depth is 3/16 inch (+/- 1/16 inch)

E3.8 A non-adhesive compressible gasket material (minimum of 3/16 inch thick) shall be provided
that will environmentally seal the entire rear perimeter of the switch body to the pushbutton
mounting surface. The only voids permitted in the gasket material shall be for the switch
mechanism, and/or wiring, and to facilitate the installation of mounting hardware.

E3.9 All electronic circuitry required for each pushbutton (except the insulated copper wiring pigtail

leads) shall be fully contained and environmentally sealed within the pushbutton housing.

Any part of the pushbutton assembly that extends beyond the rear mounting surface,

including the switch body and any terminations on the rear of the pushbutton assembly, shall fit
through a 1% inch hole centered and drilled through an octagonal face of a standard City of
Winnipeg galvanized steel traffic signal pole.

All electrical connections (used and unused) extending beyond the rear mounting face of the
pushbutton must be encapsulated / covered and insulated.

ELECTRICAL OPERATIONAL CHARACTERISTICS

When mounted in-field, the pushbutton must be guaranteed to operate properly in an outdoor
environment for a minimum 3 year period without operational problems or structural failure of
housing.

Pushbutton shall operate in temperatures between -40 degrees Celsius and + 50 degrees
Celsius.

The pushbutton must survive acts of vandalism and abuse from items such as hockey sticks
and baseball bats without failure.

Contact closures shall result only when an actuating force equal to or greater than the force
described in E4.12 is applied to the actuating surface of the pushbutton.

Calls generated by any other means will be considered as false calls, and pushbutton will be
considered defective.

The pushbutton must not generate false calls when the pushbutton body is securely mounted
directly on the surface of pole;

Pushbutton shall not generate a valid contact closure when the backside of pushbutton
(side without the button face) is compressed and the actuating surface has not been
depressed.

Pushbutton Electrical Termination

The standard electrical connection to each pushbutton shall consist of a single pair of insulated
and stranded copper wire pigtail leads which shall be environmentally sealed to and electrically
isolated from the rear of pushbutton mechanism / housing

Screw terminals on the rear of the pushbutton are not acceptable terminations.

Each wiring pigtail lead shall be a minimum of 24 inches long and consist of a minimum 18
gauge multi-stranded (flexible) insulated copper wires. Insulation rating shall be a minimum 300
V and remain flexible at -35 degrees Celsius temperature;

Each of the individual pigtail leads shall remain attached to the switch when a dead load of 5
pounds (2300 grams) is applied to an unmounted pushbutton hanging from only one of the
pigtail leads.

The pushbutton shall be capable of switching a simple resistive load of less than 500
milliamperes when supplied with 24 volts AC or DC

The pushbutton must not cause or create interference with other actuating devices connected to
same electrical circuit.

The pushbutton design shall not require an external interface circuit.

The pushbutton Off-State-to-On-State actuating force shall be greater than 0.5 pounds force /
2.2 Newtons and less than 3 pounds force / 13 Newtons.

The pushbutton shall be configured as a two-terminal, single pole single throw, normally open
(SPST N.O.), momentary contact, non-latching switch design.

Because of past negative experiences with pushbuttons incorporating piezo elements
which created false activations, pushbutton switch designs based on piezo elements will
not be accepted.

Each valid pushbutton actuation (i.e. meeting sufficient actuating force described in E4.3) shall
generate an ‘equivalent-to-contact-closure’ output state for at least 17 milliseconds.

Pushbutton Identification

A permanently visible marking shall be placed on the rear of the pushbutton to identify the
manufacturer, model number, and the date of warranty expiration (which shall be consistent
with the warranty period specified in D15 and E4.1).

RETURNED GOODS

Further to C.7 and C.11, The Contract Administrator or his/her designate shall inform the
Contractor of the item(s) being returned and the reason for the return. The Contractor shall
provide the Contract Administrator with Return Material Authorization (RMA) including shipping
instructions within five (5) Calendar Days of the request.

The Contractor shall be responsible for all transportation charges on returned goods and further
to C.8 the goods will be held at the Contractor’s risk pending instruction.

Further to E5.1 (above) the RMA shall include the following information, as a minimum:
(&) Company name, if different than Contractor, and ship to addresses;
(b) Written authorization for the return and for a collect shipment;

(c) Preference of carrier / shipping method, and the name of a contact person with either
a local Winnipeg telephone number or a toll-free telephone number;

(d) The name of a contact person responsible for the returned goods, with a toll-free
telephone number.

The Contract Administrator shall provide, as a minimum:

(a) The City department returning the goods, including an address and contact
information for pick up;

(b) The City account number if applicable;

(c) Two (2) copies of the written authorization / RMA, one (1) copy on the outside and (1)
one within the package;

(d) Total number of packages, weight and dimensions.

Within twenty (20) calendar days of the carrier’s pickup of the RMA item, the repaired or
replacement item(s) shall be returned to the address provided by the Contract Administrator.

Should the quantity of items requiring replacement or repair exceed ten (10) items, or exceed
ten (10) percent of an individual order quantity, the replaced or repaired items shall be received
by the Contract Administrator within five (5) business days.
