ENQUIRIES

If the Bidder finds errors, discrepancies or omissions in the Request for Proposal, or is unsure
of the meaning or intent of any provision therein, the Bidder shall promptly notify the Contract
Administrator of the error, discrepancy or omission at least five (5) Business Days prior to the
Submission Deadline.

If the Bidder is unsure of the meaning or intent of any provision therein, the Bidder should
request clarification as to the meaning or intent prior to the Submission Deadline.

Responses to enquiries which, in the sole judgment of the Contract Administrator, require a
correction to or a clarification of the Request for Proposal will be provided by the Contract
Administrator to all Bidders by issuing an addendum.

Responses to enquiries which, in the sole judgment of the Contract Administrator, do not
require a correction to or a clarification of the Request for Proposal will be provided by the
Contract Administrator only to the Bidder who made the enquiry.

All correspondence or contact by Proponents with the City in respect of this RFP must be
directly and only with the Contract Administrator.

Requests for approval of a substitute will not be considered unless received in writing by the
Contract Administrator at least five (5) Business Days prior to the Submission Deadline.

The Bidder shall ensure that any and all requests for approval of a substitute:

(a) provide sufficient information and details to enable the Contract Administrator to determine
the acceptability of the Plant, Material or method as either an approved equal or
alternative;

(b) identify any and all changes required in the applicable Work, and all changes to any other
Work, which would become necessary to accommodate the substitute;

(c) identify any anticipated cost or time savings that may be associated with the substitute;

(d) certify that, in the case of a request for approval as an approved equal, the substitute will
fully perform the functions called for by the general design, be of equal or superior
substance to that specified, is suited to the same use and capable of performing the same
function as that specified and can be incorporated into the Work, strictly in accordance with
the Contract;

(e) certify that, in the case of a request for approval as an approved alternative, the substitute
will adequately perform the functions called for by the general design, be similar in
substance to that specified, is suited to the same use and capable of performing the same
function as that specified and can be incorporated into the Work, strictly in accordance with
the Contract.

The City may enter into negotiations with one or more Bidders
without being obligated to offer the same opportunity to any other Bidders. Negotiations may be
concurrent and will involve each Bidder individually. The City shall incur no liability to any
Bidder as a result of such negotiations.

If, in the course of negotiations pursuant to B17.2 or otherwise, the Bidder amends or modifies a
Proposal after the Submission Deadline, the City may consider the amended Proposal as an
alternative to the Proposal already submitted without releasing the Bidder from the Proposal as
originally submitted.

EVALUATION OF PROPOSALS

D2. SCOPE OF WORK

D2.1 The Work to be done under the Contract shall consist of the provision of aircraft maintenance
engineer service for the period of one (1) year from the date the first invoice is generated for
work completed, with the option of four (4) mutually agreed upon one (1) year extensions.

D2.1.1 The City may negotiate the extension option with the Contractor within sixty (60) Calendar
Days prior to the expiry date of the Contract. The City shall incur no liability to the
Contractor as a result of such negotiations.

D2.1.2 Changes resulting from such negotiations shall become effective on the anniversary of
start date as determined in D2.1 of the respective year. Changes to the Contract shall not
be implemented by the Contractor without written approval by the Contract Administrator.

D2.2 The major components of the Work are as follows:

(a) Aircraft Maintenance Engineer;
(b) develop a comprehensive maintenance program in accordance with E1.

D2.3 The Work shall be done on an "as required" basis during the term of the Contract.

D2.3.1 The type and quantity of Work to be performed under this Contract shall be as authorized

from time to time by the Contract Administrator and/or Users.

D2.3.2 Subject to C7.2, the City shall have no obligation under the Contract to purchase any
guantity of any item in excess of its actual operational requirements.

D2.4 Notwithstanding D2.1, in the event that operational changes result in substantial changes to the
requirements for Work, the City reserves the right to alter the type or quantity of work performed
under this Contract, or to terminate the Contract, upon thirty (30) Calendar Days written notice
by the Contract Administrator.

E2. AIRCRAFT MAINTENANCE ENGINEER

E2.1 The helicopter will be available to fly seven (7) days per week, twenty (20) hours per day, with
the exception of predetermined major maintenance work. It is expected that the helicopter will
fly approximately 1000 flight hours per year.

E2.2 The Contractor must have, or develop a comprehensive maintenance program, in accordance
with Transport Canada regulations and all applicable manufacturers’ recommended
maintenance schedules prior to commencement of the contract on January 1, 2015.
