E2. HAZARDOUS MATERIALS

E2.1 If asbestos or other hazardous materials are encountered during the Work of the Contract, the

Contractor shall stop all work and notify the Contract Administrator immediately. Removal of

hazardous materials shall be dealt with by the City and the Contractor shall await further
instruction by the Contract Administrator.

E3. LEAD BASE PAINT

E3.1 Lead-base paint is present within the interior of the Sherbrook Pool, including on the steel
building framing members. Removal of lead-base paint will be required within the scope of work
as necessary to complete the strengthening of steel building framing members and recoating.
The methods of removal, safety precautions, and safe disposal of the lead-base paint will be the
responsibility of the Contractor. Sampling and testing has been performed and the test results

provided within the Tender Documents for reference.
