Materials and Methods

Topsoil and sod are to be supplied and installed as per CW 3510 and CW 3540.

Areas to be Sodded are approximately 0.5m surrounding new Skatepark area and new Asphalt
Pathway. Work outside the limits approved by the Contract Administrator will not be measured
and will not be paid for under this section but considered incidental to the Work. Such incidental
items that will not be measured include but are not limited to topsoil and sod placed at the edge
of play curb or crusher fines pathways. Incidental Site restoration shall conform to the same
Specifications.

Where edges of excavation abut existing turf those edges are to be cut with a sod cutter prior to
excavation.

The compacted depth of topsoil shall be minimum 10 cm.

SITE RESTORATION

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Total Performance the Contractor shall restore all areas of the Site beyond the established limit
of Work, which have been disturbed by the Contractor's operations to as good as or better than
the original condition to the satisfaction of the Contract Administrator.
