2. THE CONTRACTOR MAY NOT CLOSE LANES OR SIDEWALKS UNLESS
WORK WILL COMMENCE WITHIN 24 HOURS. WORK MUST THEN
PROCEED IN THE AREA CONTINUOUSLY UNLESS PAUSED DUE TO
WORK BY OTHERS.

3.  WHEN NO WORK IS BEING PERFORMED ON A PARTICULAR
ROADWAY/SIDEWALK AND PROVIDING IT IS SAFE FOR VEHICLES OR
PEDESTRIANS, LANE CLOSURES WILL NOT BE PERMITTED.

4. WHERE LEFT TURN LANES EXIST, AN ADDITIONAL LANE TO
