CONTRACT SECURITY

If the Contract Price exceeds twenty-five thousand dollars ($25,000.00), the Contractor shall provide and
maintain the performance bond and the labour and material payment bond until the expiration of the warranty
period in the form of:

(a) a performance bond of a company registered to conduct the business of a surety in Manitoba, in the form
attached to these Supplemental Conditions (Form H1: Performance Bond), in the amount of fifty percent
(50%) of the Contract Price; and

(b) alabour and material payment bond of a company registered to conduct the business of a surety in
Manitoba, in the form attached to these Supplemental Conditions (Form H2 R1): Labour and Material
Payment Bond), in an amount equal to fifty percent (50%) of the Contract Price; or

(c) anirrevocable standby letter of credit issued by a bank or other financial institution registered to conduct
business in Manitoba and drawn on a branch located in Winnipeg, in the form attached to these
Supplemental Conditions (Form H3: Irrevocable Standby Letter of Credit), in the amount of fifty percent
(50%) of the Contract Price; or

(d) a certified cheque or draft payable to “The City of Winnipeg”, drawn on a bank or other financial institution
registered to conduct business in Manitoba, in the amount of fifty percent (50%) of the Contract Price.

Where the contract security is in the form of a certified cheque or draft, it will be deposited by the City.
The City will not pay any interest on certified cheques or drafts furnished as contract security.

The Contractor shall provide the City Solicitor with the contract security within seven (7) Calendar Days of
notification of the award of the Contract by way of Purchase Order and prior to the commencement of any Work
on the Site.

Where the Contract Security is provided in accordance with D10.1 (a) and D10.1 (b), the Contractor shall, as
soon as practicable after entering into a contract with a Subcontractor:

(a) give the Subcontractor written notice of the existence of the labour and material payment bond in
D10.1(b); and
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(b) post a notice of the bond and/or a copy of that bond in a conspicuous location at the Site of the Work.
