Requests for approval of a substitute will not be considered unless received in writing by the
Contract Administrator at least five (5) Business Days prior to the Submission Deadline.

The Bidder shall ensure that any and all requests for approval of a substitute:

(a) provide sufficient information and details to enable the Contract Administrator to determine
the acceptability of the Plant, Material or method as either an approved equal or
alternative;

(b) identify any and all changes required in the applicable Work, and all changes to any other
Work, which would become necessary to accommodate the substitute;

(c) identify any anticipated cost or time savings that may be associated with the substitute;

(d) certify that, in the case of a request for approval as an approved equal, the substitute will
fully perform the functions called for by the general design, be of equal or superior
substance to that specified, is suited to the same use and capable of performing the same
function as that specified and can be incorporated into the Work, strictly in accordance with
the proposed work schedule and the dates specified in the Supplemental Conditions for
Substantial Performance and Total Performance;

(e) certify that, in the case of a request for approval as an approved alternative, the substitute
will adequately perform the functions called for by the general design, be similar in
substance to that specified, is suited to the same use and capable of performing the same
function as that specified and can be incorporated into the Work, strictly in accordance with
the proposed work schedule and the dates specified in the Supplemental Conditions for
Substantial Performance and Total Performance.

The Contract Administrator, after assessing the request for approval of a substitute, may in
his/her sole discretion grant approval for the use of a substitute as an “approved equal’ or as an
“approved alternative”, or may refuse to grant approval of the substitute.

The Contract Administrator will provide a response in writing, at least two (2) Business Days
prior to the Submission Deadline, to the Bidder who requested approval of the substitute.

The Contract Administrator will issue an Addendum, disclosing the approved materials,
equipment, methods and products to all potential Bidders. The Bidder requesting and
obtaining the approval of a substitute shall be responsible for disseminating information
regarding the approval to any person or persons he/she wishes to inform.

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PART D - SUPPLEMENTAL CONDITIONS

GENERAL

D1. GENERAL CONDITIONS

D1.1 In addition to the General Conditions for Construction, these Supplemental Conditions are

applicable to the Work of the Contract.
D2. SCOPE OF WORK
D2.1 The Work to be done under the Contract shall consist of all that is required for the permanent
restoration of pavement cuts for the City of Winnipeg Public Works Department. This Work is to
be completed in accordance with the latest versions of the City of Winnipeg Public Works Street
Cuts Manual, the Manual of Temporary Traffic Control in Work Area on City Streets, Standard
Construction Specifications, and any other applicable standards, on behalf of Public Works for a
period of one (1) year from date of the award of contract with four (4) mutually agreed upon one
(1) year extensions.
D2.1.1 The City may negotiate the extension option with the Contractor within ninety (90)
Calendar Days prior to the expiry date of the Contract. The City shall incur no liability to the
Contractor as a result of such negotiations.
D2.1.2 Changes resulting from such negotiations shall become effective on the anniversary date
of the contract award of the respective year. Changes to the Contract shall not be
implemented by the Contractor without written approval by the Contract Administrator.
D2.1.3 Bidders are advised that, in future, the City may be participating in collaborative
procurement initiatives with other levels of government. Accordingly, extensions to this
Contract may not be exercised.
D2.2 The major components of the Work are as follows:
(&) Full depth reinforced concrete restorations;
(b) Pavement restorations;
(c) Sidewalk restorations;
(d) Concrete curb restorations;
(e) Median restorations;
() Removal of temporary/permanent restorations;
(g) Disposal of waste materials.
D2.3 The Work shall be done on an "as required” basis during the term of the Contract.
D2.3.1 The type and quantity of Work to be performed under this Contract shall be as authorized
from time to time by the Contract Administrator.
D2.3.2 Notwithstanding C7.4, the City shall have no obligation under the Contract to purchase any
guantity of any item in excess of its actual operational requirements.
D2.4 Below are the estimated number of cut repair sites for Public Works, based on historical data.
Actual requirements may vary:
(2) Regional & Local Streets — 20 to 50 cut restorations per year worth $100,000

D2.5 All pavements to be restored must be saw cut full-depth in accordance with the City of Winnipeg
Public Works Street Cuts Manual. No separate payment will be made for the saw cutting of
pavements.

D2.6 The supply and installation of steel is incidental to construction of pavement, curb or any other

permanent structure. No measurement or payment will be made.

Removal of temporary or permanent pavement to restore pavement is incidental to the work. No
measurement or payment will be made.

Top soil and seed shall be placed in gaps along concrete edges and shall be considered
incidental to the contract.

All cut permits will be obtained and paid for by the City. For each site, the Contract
Administrator will provide the Contractor with the permit number, location, scope of work, and
approximate restoration size. If the Contractor disagrees with the information provided, they are
to contact the Contract Admin before proceeding with the Work.

The Contractor shall provide a single point of contact for all communication with the Public
Works Department. Communication will be primarily by email, with phone as a secondary
option. Any changes to the Work are to be confirmed by email.

Any additional costs incurred by the City as a result of a lack of site maintenance or by-law
violation will be the responsibility of the Contractor.

The Contract Admin will notify the Contractor via email when a utility cut is ready for restoration.
Upon this notification, responsibility for the site is thereby transferred to the Contractor, and the
Contractor assumes the role of Prime Contractor.

(@) The Contractor shall do all things necessary to maintain and manage the site in
accordance with City requirements and expedite completion of the Work.

(b) The Contractor can expect to complete final base preparation prior to pavement
installation.

The Contractor shall be responsible to request and obtain all additional utility clearances and
lane closures, if required.

The Contractor shall supply, erect, maintain and remove applicable traffic control devices,
provide flag persons and follow traffic control procedures in accordance with the Manual of
Temporary Traffic Control in Work area for the duration of the Work.

DEFINITIONS

When used in this Tender:

(a) “Local Streets” or “Non-Regional Streets” are through roads as defined by the City
Public Works Department.

Further to C2.4(d), Specifications included in the Tender shall govern over The City of
Winnipeg Standard Construction Specifications.

Bidders are reminded that requests for approval of substitutes as an approved equal or an
approved alternative shall be made in accordance with B6. In every instance where a brand
name or design specification is used, the City will also consider approved equals and/or
approved alternatives in accordance with B6.

PROTECTION OF EXISTING TREES

The Contractor shall take the following precautionary steps to prevent damage from
construction activities to existing boulevard trees within the limits of the construction area:

(&) The Contractor shall not stockpile materials and soil or park vehicles and equipment on
boulevards within 2 metres of trees.

(b) Trees identified to be at risk by the Contract Administrator are to be strapped with 25 x 100
x 2400mm wood planks, or suitably protected as approved by the Contract Administrator.

(c) Excavation shall be performed in a manner that minimizes damage to the existing root
systems. Where possible, excavation shall be carried out such that the edge of the
excavation shall be a minimum of 1.5 times the diameter (measured in inches), with the
outcome read in feet, from the closest edge of the trunk. Where roots must be cut to
facilitate excavation, they shall be pruned neatly at the face of excavation.

(d) Operation of equipment within the dripline of the trees shall be kept to the minimum
required to perform the work required. Equipment shall not be parked, repaired, refuelled,;
construction materials shall not be stored, and earth materials shall not be stockpiled within
the driplines of trees. The dripline of a tree shall be considered to be the ground surface
directly beneath the tips of its outermost branches. The Contractor shall ensure that the
operations do not cause flooding or sediment deposition on areas where trees are located.

(e) Work on-site shall be carried out in such a manner so as to minimize damage to existing
tree branches. Where damage to branches does occur, they shall be neatly pruned.

All damage to existing trees caused by the Contractor’s activities shall be repaired to the
requirements and satisfaction of the Contract Administrator and the City Forester or his/her
designate.

No separate measurement or payment will be made for the protection of trees.

Except as required in clause E2.1(c) and E2.1(e), EIm trees shall not be pruned at any time
between April 1 and July 31.
