B1. CONTRACT TITLE 

B1.1 INTEGRATION PLATFORM AS A SERVICE (IPAAS) ON MICROSOFT AZURE  

B2. SUBMISSION DEADLINE 

B2.1 The Submission Deadline is 12:00 noon Winnipeg time, June 30, 2021. 

B2.2 The Contract Administrator or the Manager of Materials may extend the Submission Deadline 
by issuing an addendum at any time prior to the time and date specified in B2.1. 

B3. PROPONENTS' CONFERENCE 

B3.1 The Contract Administrator will hold a Proponents’ conference over Microsoft Teams from 
2:00PM to 3:00PM on June 17, 2021. 

B3.2 The Proponent is advised that, at the Proponents’ conference, a walkthrough of the RFP will be 
conducted to discuss compliance of RFP responses. The Proponent’s conference will not 
provide clarification or interpretation of the specifications beyond what has already been stated 
in this RFP. 

B3.3 The Proponent shall not be entitled to rely on any information or interpretation received at the 
Proponents’ conference unless that information or interpretation is provided by the Contract 
Administrator in writing. 

B4. ENQUIRIES 

B4.1 All enquiries shall be directed to the Contract Administrator identified in D4.1. 

B4.2 If the Proponent finds errors, discrepancies or omissions in the Request for Proposal, or is 
unsure of the meaning or intent of any provision therein, the Proponent shall promptly notify the 
Contract Administrator of the error, discrepancy or omission at least five (5) Business Days prior 
to the Submission Deadline. 

B4.3 Responses to enquiries which, in the sole judgment of the Contract Administrator, require a 
correction to or a clarification of the Request for Proposal will be provided by the Contract 
Administrator to all Proponents by issuing an addendum. 

B4.4 Responses to enquiries which, in the sole judgment of the Contract Administrator, do not 
require a correction to or a clarification of the Request for Proposal will be provided by the 
Contract Administrator only to the Proponent who made the enquiry. 

B4.5 All correspondence or contact by Proponents with the City in respect of this RFP must be 
directly and only with the Contract Administrator.  Failure to restrict correspondence and contact 
to the Contract Administrator may result in the rejection of the Proponents Proposal 
Submission. 

B4.6 The Proponent shall not be entitled to rely on any response or interpretation received pursuant 
to B4 unless that response or interpretation is provided by the Contract Administrator in writing.

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B5. CONFIDENTIALITY 

B5.1 Information provided to a Proponent by the City or acquired by a Proponent by way of further 
enquiries or through investigation is confidential. Such information shall not be used or 
disclosed in any way without the prior written authorization of the Contract Administrator.  The 
use and disclosure of the confidential information shall not apply to information which: 

(a) was known to the Proponent before receipt hereof; or  

(b) becomes publicly known other than through the Proponent; or  

(c) is disclosed pursuant to the requirements of a governmental authority or judicial order. 

B5.2 The Proponent shall not make any statement of fact or opinion regarding any aspect of the 
Request for Proposal to the media or any member of the public without the prior written 
authorization of the Contract Administrator. 

B6. ADDENDA 

B6.1 The Contract Administrator may, at any time prior to the Submission Deadline, issue addenda 
correcting errors, discrepancies or omissions in the Request for Proposal, or clarifying the 
meaning or intent of any provision therein. 

B6.2 The Contract Administrator will issue each addendum at least two (2) Business Days prior to the 
Submission Deadline, or provide at least two (2) Business Days by extending the Submission 
Deadline. 

B6.3 Addenda will be available on the MERX website at www.merx.com. 

B6.4 The Proponent is responsible for ensuring that he/she has received all addenda and is advised 
to check the MERX website for addenda regularly and shortly before the Submission Deadline, 
as may be amended by addendum. 

B6.5 The Proponent shall acknowledge receipt of each addendum in Paragraph 10 of Form A: 
Bid/Proposal.  Failure to acknowledge receipt of an addendum may render a Proposal non-
responsive. 

B6.6 Notwithstanding B4, enquiries related to an Addendum may be directed to the Contract 
Administrator indicated in D4. 

B7. SUBSTITUTES 

B7.1 The Work is based on the Plant, Materials and methods specified in the Request for Proposal. 

B7.2 Substitutions shall not be allowed unless application has been made to and prior approval has 
been granted by the Contract Administrator in writing. 

B7.3 Requests for approval of a substitute will not be considered unless received in writing by the 
Contract Administrator at least five (5) Business Days prior to the Submission Deadline. 

B7.4 The Proponent shall ensure that any and all requests for approval of a substitute: 

(a) provide sufficient information and details to enable the Contract Administrator to determine 
the acceptability of the Plant, Material or method as either an approved equal or 
alternative; 

(b) identify any and all changes required in the applicable Work, and all changes to any other 
Work, which would become necessary to accommodate the substitute; 

(c) identify any anticipated cost or time savings that may be associated with the substitute; 

(d) certify that, in the case of a request for approval as an approved equal, the substitute will 
fully perform the functions called for by the general design, be of equal or superior 
substance to that specified, is suited to the same use and capable of performing the same

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function as that specified and can be incorporated into the Work, strictly in accordance with 
the proposed work schedule and the dates specified in the Supplemental Conditions for 
Total Performance; 

(e) certify that, in the case of a request for approval as an approved alternative, the substitute 
will adequately perform the functions called for by the general design, be similar in 
substance to that specified, is suited to the same use and capable of performing the same 
function as that specified and can be incorporated into the Work, strictly in accordance with 
the proposed work schedule and the dates specified in the Supplemental Conditions for 
Total Performance. 

B7.5 The Contract Administrator, after assessing the request for approval of a substitute, may in 
his/her sole discretion grant approval for the use of a substitute as an “approved equal” or as an 
“approved alternative”, or may refuse to grant approval of the substitute. 

B7.6 The Contract Administrator will provide a response in writing, at least two (2) Business Days 
prior to the Submission Deadline, to the Proponent who requested approval of the substitute. 

B7.6.1 The Contract Administrator will issue an Addendum, disclosing the approved materials, 
equipment, methods and products to all potential Proponents.  The Proponent requesting 
and obtaining the approval of a substitute shall be responsible for disseminating 
information regarding the approval to any person or persons he/she wishes to inform. 

B7.7 If the Contract Administrator approves a substitute as an “approved equal”, any Proponent may 
use the approved equal in place of the specified item. 

B7.8 If the Contract Administrator approves a substitute as an “approved alternative”, any Proponent 
bidding that approved alternative may base his/her Total Bid Price upon the specified item but 
may also indicate an alternative price based upon the approved alternative.  Such alternatives 
will be evaluated in accordance with B22. 

B7.9 No later claim by the Contractor for an addition to the Total Bid Price because of any other 
changes in the Work necessitated by the use of an approved equal or an approved alternative 
will be considered. 

B8. PROPOSAL SUBMISSION 

B8.1 The Proposal shall consist of the following components: 

(a) Form A: Bid/Proposal; and 

(b) Form B: Prices and Pricing Framework of Baseline Package. 

B8.2 The Proposal should also consist of the following components: 

(a) Experience of Proponent and Subcontractors (Section C) in accordance with B11; 

(b) Support services offered as part of the Baseline Package (Section D) in accordance with 
B12;  

(c) Technical Specifications (Section E) in accordance with B13, including confirmation of: 

(i) Baseline Package Contents in accordance with E2; 

(ii) Scaling of the Baseline Package in accordance with E3; and 

(iii) Additional Features in accordance with E4. 

B8.3 Further to B8.1 all components of the Proposal shall be fully completed or provided in the order 
indicated, and submitted by the Proponent no later than the Submission Deadline, with all 
required entries made clearly and completely, to constitute a responsive Proposal. 

B8.4 Further to B8.2, all components of the Proposal should be fully completed or provided in the 
order indicated, and submitted by the Proponent no later than the Submission Deadline, with all 
required entries made clearly and completely. 
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B8.5 Proposal format, including number of pages, size of pages and, font, etc., will not be regulated, 
except that the Proposal should contain a table of contents, page numbering and should be in 
the Sections identified above.  Proponents are encouraged to use their creativity to submit a 
Proposal which provides the requested information for evaluation and other information which 
illustrates the strength of their proposed Azure iPaaS Solution and Baseline Package. 

B8.6 The Proposal shall be submitted electronically through MERX at www.merx.com. 

B8.6.1 Proposals will only be accepted electronically through MERX. 

B8.7 Proponents are advised that inclusion of terms and conditions inconsistent with the Request for 
Proposal, will be evaluated in accordance with B22.1(a). 

B8.8 Any cost or expense incurred by the Proponent that is associated with the preparation of the 
Proposal shall be borne solely by the Proponent. 

B9. PROPOSAL 

B9.1 The Proponent shall complete Form A: Bid/Proposal, making all required entries. 

B9.2 Paragraph 2 of Form A: Bid/Proposal shall be completed in accordance with the following 
requirements: 

(a) if the Proponent is a sole proprietor carrying on business in his/her own name, his/her 
name shall be inserted; 

(b) if the Proponent is a partnership, the full name of the partnership shall be inserted; 

(c) if the Proponent is a corporation, the full name of the corporation shall be inserted; 

(d) if the Proponent is carrying on business under a name other than his/her own, the business 
name and the name of every partner or corporation who is the owner of such business 
name shall be inserted. 

B9.2.1 If a Proposal is submitted jointly by two or more persons, each and all such persons shall 
identify themselves in accordance with B9.2. 

B9.3 In Paragraph 3 of Form A: Bid/Proposal, the Proponent shall identify a contact person who is 
authorized to represent the Proponent for purposes of the Proposal. 

B9.4 Paragraph 13 of Form A: Bid/Proposal shall be signed in accordance with the following 
requirements: 

(a) if the Proponent is a sole proprietor carrying on business in his/her own name, it shall be 
signed by the Proponent; 

(b) if the Proponent is a partnership, it shall be signed by the partner or partners who have 
authority to sign for the partnership; 

(c) if the Proponent is a corporation, it shall be signed by its duly authorized officer or officers; 

(d) if the Proponent is carrying on business under a name other than his/her own, it shall be 
signed by the registered owner of the business name, or by the registered owner's 
authorized officials if the owner is a partnership or a corporation. 

B9.4.1 The name and official capacity of all individuals signing Form A: Bid/Proposal should be 
entered below such signatures. 

B9.5 If a Proposal is submitted jointly by two or more persons, the word "Proponent" shall mean each 
and all such persons, and the undertakings, covenants and obligations of such joint Proponents 
in the Proposal and the Contract, when awarded, shall be both joint and several. 

B10. PRICES 

B10.1 The Proponent shall state the lump sum price in Canadian funds for the Work on Form B: 
Prices.

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B10.1.1 Notwithstanding C12.2.3, prices on Form B: Prices shall not include the Goods and 
Services Tax (GST) or Manitoba Retail Sales Tax (MRST, also known as PST), which shall 
be extra where applicable. 

B10.1.2 Optional Prices are for information purposes only and will not be evaluated as part of Total 
Bid Price. 

B10.2 The Proponent shall provide confirmation that all Baseline Package functions outlined in E2 
shall be supported for the price on Form B: Prices, and describe their Baseline Package pricing 
framework in detail. 

B10.3 The quantities listed on Form B: Prices are to be considered approximate only. The City will use 
said quantities for the purpose of comparing Proposals. 

B10.4 The quantities for which payment will be made to the Contractor are to be determined by the 
Work actually performed and completed by the Contractor, to be measured as specified in the 
applicable Specifications. 

B10.5 Where applicable, payments to Non-Resident Contractors are subject to Non-Resident 
Withholding Tax pursuant to the Income Tax Act (Canada). 

B11. EXPERIENCE OF PROPONENT AND SUBCONTRACTORS (SECTION C)  

B11.1 Proposals should include: 

(a) details demonstrating the history and experience of the Proponent and Subcontractors in 
providing programming; design, management of the project and contract administration 
services on up to two projects of similar complexity, scope and value. 

B11.2 For each project listed in B11.1(a), the Proponent should submit: 

(a) description of the project; 

(b) role of the contractor; 

(c) name of the client; 

(d) reference information (two current names with telephone numbers per project). 

B11.2.1 Where applicable, information should be separated into Proponent and Subcontractor 
project listings.  

B11.3 The Proposal should include general firm profile information, including years in business, 
average volume of work, number of employees and other pertinent information for the 
Proponent and all Subcontractors. 

B12. SUPPORT SERVICES OFFERED AS PART OF THE BASELINE PACKAGE (SECTION D)  

B12.1 Describe your approach to supporting your clients subscribed on your iPaaS on Microsoft 
Azure. 

(a) Include diagrams such as workflows to illustrate your support model including escalations 
and quality assurance. 

(b) Include an organizational chart and/or RACI matrix that clearly identifies the roles and 
responsibilities of each person involved in the support model. 

(c) Identify key points of contacts assigned to provide support to the City of Winnipeg as part 
of the Baseline Package. 

B12.2 Identify all support services that are included as part of the Baseline Package. 

B12.3 The service support should be provided directly by the Baseline Package provider. 
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B13. TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS (SECTION E)  

B13.1 Proposals should address the team’s understanding and fulfilment of the broad functional and 
technical requirements in accordance with Part E – Specifications, including: 

(a) The contents and qualities of the Baseline Package; 

(b) Scaling of the Baseline Packages functions beyond any limits identified in the Baseline 
Package; and 

(c) Availability of Additional Features for the Azure iPaaS Solution. 

B14. DISCLOSURE 

B14.1 Various Persons provided information or services with respect to this Work. In the City’s 
opinion, this relationship or association does not create a conflict of interest because of this full 
disclosure.  Where applicable, additional material available as a result of contact with these 
Persons is listed below.  

B14.2 The Persons are: 

(a) Deloitte Inc. (provided input into technical specifications). 

B15. CONFLICT OF INTEREST AND GOOD FAITH 

B15.1 Further to C3.2, Proponents, by responding to this RFP, declare that no Conflict of Interest 
currently exists, or is reasonably expected to exist in the future. 

B15.2 Conflict of Interest means any situation or circumstance where a Proponent or Key Personnel 
proposed for the Work has: 

(a) other commitments; 

(b) relationships; 

(c) financial interests; or  

(d) involvement in ongoing litigation; 

that could or would be seen to: 

(i) exercise an improper influence over the objective, unbiased and impartial exercise of 
the independent judgment of the City with respect to the evaluation of Proposals or 
award of the Contract; or 

(ii) compromise, impair or be incompatible with the effective performance of a 
Proponent’s obligations under the Contract. 

(e) has contractual or other obligations to the City that could or would be seen to have been 
compromised or impaired as a result of its participation in the RFP process or the Project; 
or 

(f) has knowledge of confidential information (other than confidential information disclosed by 
the City in the normal course of the RFP process) of strategic and/or material relevance to 
the RFP process or to the Project that is not available to other proponents and that could or 
would be seen to give that Proponent an unfair competitive advantage. 

B15.3 In connection with its Proposal, each entity identified in B15.2 shall: 

(a) avoid any perceived, potential or actual Conflict of Interest in relation to the procurement 
process and the Project; 

(b) upon discovering any perceived, potential or actual Conflict of Interest at any time during 
the RFP process, promptly disclose a detailed description of the Conflict of Interest to the 
City in a written statement to the Contract Administrator; and 

(c) provide the City with the proposed means to avoid or mitigate, to the greatest extent 
practicable, any perceived, potential or actual Conflict of Interest and shall submit any 
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additional information to the City that the City considers necessary to properly assess the 
perceived, potential or actual Conflict of Interest. 

B15.4 Without limiting B15.3, the City may, in its sole discretion, waive any and all perceived, potential 
or actual Conflicts of Interest. The City’s waiver may be based upon such terms and conditions 
as the City, in its sole discretion, requires to satisfy itself that the Conflict of Interest has been 
appropriately avoided or mitigated, including requiring the Proponent to put into place such 
policies, procedures, measures and other safeguards as may be required by and be acceptable 
to the City, in its sole discretion, to avoid or mitigate the impact of such Conflict of Interest. 

B15.5 Without limiting B15.3, and in addition to all contractual or other rights or rights at law or in 
equity or legislation that may be available to the City, the City may, in its sole discretion: 

(a) disqualify a Proponent that fails to disclose a perceived, potential or actual Conflict  of 
Interest of the Proponent or any of its Key Personnel; 

(b) require the removal or replacement of any Key Personnel proposed for the Work that has a 
perceived, actual or potential Conflict of Interest that the City, in its sole discretion, 
determines cannot be avoided or mitigated; 

(c) disqualify a Proponent or Key Personnel proposed for the Work that fails to comply with 
any requirements prescribed by the City pursuant to B15.4 to avoid or mitigate  a Conflict of 
Interest; and 

(d) disqualify a Proponent if the Proponent, or one of its Key Personnel proposed for the 
Project, has a perceived, potential or actual Conflict of Interest that, in the City’s sole 
discretion, cannot be avoided or mitigated, or otherwise resolved. 

B15.6 The final determination of whether a perceived, potential or actual Conflict of Interest exists 
shall be made by the City, in its sole discretion. 

B16. QUALIFICATION 

B16.1 The Proponent shall: 

(a) undertake to be in good standing under The Corporations Act (Manitoba), or properly 
registered under The Business Names Registration Act (Manitoba), or otherwise properly 
registered, licensed or permitted by law to carry on business in Manitoba, or if the 
Proponent does not carry on business in Manitoba, in the jurisdiction where the Proponent 
does carry on business; and 

(b) be financially capable of carrying out the terms of the Contract; and 

(c) have all the necessary experience, capital, organization, and equipment to perform the 
Work in strict accordance with the terms and provisions of the Contract. 

B16.2 The Proponent and any proposed Subcontractor (for the portion of the Work proposed to be 
subcontracted to them) shall: 

(a) be responsible and not be suspended, debarred or in default of any obligations to the City.  
A list of suspended or debarred individuals and companies is available on the Information 
Connection page at The City of Winnipeg, Corporate Finance, Materials Management 
Division website at https://www.winnipeg.ca/matmgt/Templates/files/debar.pdf 

B16.3 The Proponent and/or any proposed Subcontractor (for the portion of the Work proposed to be 
subcontracted to them) shall: 

(a) have successfully carried out work similar in nature, scope and value to the Work; and 

(b) be fully capable of performing the Work required to be in strict accordance with the terms 
and provisions of the Contract; and 

(c) meet the City’s requirements for the confidentiality and security of information; including 
compliance with and ISO/IEC standards 27001, 27002, 27017, and 27018 (or equivalent)

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B16.4 The Proponent shall submit, within three (3) Business Days of a request by the Contract 
Administrator, proof satisfactory to the Contract Administrator of the qualifications of the 
Proponent and of any proposed Subcontractor. 

B16.5 Further to B16.3(b) and B16.3(c), the Proponent shall, within five (5) Business Days of a 
request by the Contractor Administrator, provide proof satisfactory to the Contract Administrator 
of the following: 

B16.5.1 That all information and materials acquired by the Proponent, or to which the Proponent 
may be given access, if successful under this Request for Proposal (“Confidential 
Information”) shall be treated in accordance with B5. 

(a) Confirmation that Confidential Information shall be maintained for the full term of the 
Contract at minimum, unless otherwise directed by the City in writing; 

(b) A description of how the Proponent’s proposed Subscription/license meets the 
requirements including: 

(i) how the proposed Subscription/license meets the requirements for rapid 
repatriation of Confidential Information; 

(ii) the data format of the Confidential Information once extracted from the 
proposed Subscription/license; 

(iii) the proposed Subscription/license’s ability to purge Confidential Information 
based on City-approved records retention and disposition schedules; and 

(iv) how the Proponent would address official, time-sensitive access to information 
requests. 

B16.5.2 The Azure iPaaS Solution’s End User Licensing Agreement  (EULA) in accordance with 
E2.1(e). 

B16.5.3 That Confidential Information shall be stored, transported, and transmitted (“Sited”) in a 
secure jurisdiction by providing: 

(a) written confirmation that Confidential Information shall not be sited outside of Canada, 
and that no duplicates or portions thereof shall be sited outside of Canada, in whole or 
in part; or 

(b) written confirmation that the Confidential Information shall be sited in a proposed 
alternative jurisdiction that will apply equivalent or greater protections to the 
Confidential Information, and that no duplicates or portions thereof shall be sited 
outside of said proposed alternative jurisdiction, in whole or in part, and shall provide 
full details of such proposed alternative, including: 

(i) what Confidential Information will not be sited in Canada; 

(ii) under what circumstances that above Confidential Information will not be sited 
in Canada; and 

(iii) where the above Confidential Information will be Sited. 

(c) The City reserves the right to assess proposed alternative jurisdictions, and may in its 
sole discretion determine whether such proposed alternative jurisdictions provide 
equivalent or greater protections to the Confidential Information that Canada. 

B16.5.4 That the proposed Subscription/license is compliant with ISO/IEC standards 27001, 27002, 
27017, and 27018 (or equivalent), by providing: 

(a) That the proposed Subscription/license is compliant with ISO/IEC standards 27001, 
27002, 27017, and 27018 (or equivalent), by providing: a certificate of compliance 
with ISO/IEC 27001 (or a functionally equivalent standard, as determined by the City, 
such as the AICPA SOC auditing framework or NIST SP 800-53) from an accredited 
certification body; or 

(b) A written description of how the proposed Subscription/license complies with ISO/IEC 
27001, 27002, 27017, and 27018 (or functionally equivalent standards, as determined 
by the City, such as the AICPA SOC auditing framework or NIST SP 800-53). 
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(c) The City reserves the right to assess any proposed functional equivalents to the 
ISO/IEC standards, and may in its sole and absolute discretion determine whether 
such proposed functional equivalents provide satisfactorily equivalent level of 
protection. 

(d) The City further reserves the right to assess any written descriptions of compliance 
with the ISO/IEC standards (or equivalents) to determine whether such written 
descriptions provide evidence of compliance that is satisfactory to the City), in its sole 
and absolute discretion. 

B17. OPENING OF PROPOSALS AND RELEASE OF INFORMATION 

B17.1 Proposals will not be opened publicly. 

B17.2 After award of Contract, the Contract amount and the name of the successful Proponent and 
their address will be available on the MERX website at www.merx.com. 

B17.3 The Proponent is advised any information contained in any Proposal Submission may be 
released if required by The Freedom of Information and Protection of Privacy Act (Manitoba), by 
other authorities having jurisdiction, or by law or by City policy or procedures (which may 
include access by members of City Council). 

B17.3.1 To the extent permitted, the City shall treat as confidential information, those aspects of a 
Proposal Submission identified by the Proponent as such in accordance with and by 
reference to Part 2, Section 17 or Section 18 or Section 26 of The Freedom of Information 
and Protection of Privacy Act (Manitoba), as amended. 

B17.4 Following the award of Contract, a Proponent will be provided with information related to the 
evaluation of his/her submission upon written request to the Contract Administrator. 

B18. IRREVOCABLE OFFER 

B18.1 The Proposal(s) submitted by the Proponent shall be irrevocable for the time period specified in 
Paragraph 11 of Form A: Bid/Proposal. 

B18.2 The acceptance by the City of any Proposal shall not release the Proposals of the other 
responsive Proponents and these Proponents shall be bound by their offers on such until a 
Contract for the Work has been duly formed and the contract securities have been furnished as 
herein provided, but any Bid shall be deemed to have lapsed unless accepted within the time 
period specified in Paragraph 11 of Form A: Bid/Proposal. 

B19. WITHDRAWAL OF OFFERS 

B19.1 A Proponent may withdraw his/her Proposal without penalty prior to the Submission Deadline. 

B20. INTERVIEWS 

B20.1 The Contract Administrator may, in his/her sole discretion, interview Proponents during the 
evaluation process. 

B21. NEGOTIATIONS 

B21.1 The City reserves the right to negotiate details of the Contract with any Proponent.  Proponents 
are advised to present their best offer, not a starting point for negotiations in their Proposal 
Submission. 

B21.2 The City may negotiate with the Proponents submitting, in the City’s opinion, the most 
advantageous Proposals.  The City may enter into negotiations with one or more Proponents 
without being obligated to offer the same opportunity to any other Proponents.  Negotiations

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may be concurrent and will involve each Proponent individually.  The City shall incur no liability 
to any Proponent as a result of such negotiations.  

B21.3 If, in the course of negotiations pursuant to B21.2, the Proponent amends or modifies a 
Proposal after the Submission Deadline, the City may consider the amended Proposal as an 
alternative to the Proposal already submitted without releasing the Proponent from the Proposal 
as originally submitted. 

B22. EVALUATION OF PROPOSALS 

B22.1 Award of the Contract shall be based on the following evaluation criteria: 

(a) compliance by the Proponent with the requirements of the Request for Proposal or 
acceptable deviation therefrom:      (pass/fail) 

(b) qualifications of the Proponent and the Subcontractors, if any, pursuant to B16:    
          (pass/fail) 

(c) Total Bid Price & Pricing Framework of Baseline Package; (B10)  50% 

(d) Experience of Proponent and Subcontractor; (B11)   5% 

(e) Support Services offered as part of Baseline Package; and (B12)  5% 

(f) Technical Specifications. (B13)      40% 

(i) Baseline Package Contents (20% 

(ii) Scalability beyond the Baseline Package (10%)     

(iii) Additional Features (10%)        

B22.2 Further to B22.1(a), the Award Authority may reject a Proposal as being non-responsive if the 
Proposal Submission is incomplete, obscure or conditional, or contains additions, deletions, 
alterations or other irregularities.  The Award Authority may reject all or any part of any 
Proposal, or waive technical requirements or minor informalities or irregularities if the interests 
of the City so require. 

B22.3 Further to B22.1(b), the Award Authority shall reject any Proposal submitted by a Proponent 
who does not demonstrate, in its Proposal or in other information required to be submitted, that 
it is qualified. 

B22.4 If, in the sole opinion of the City, a Proposal does not achieve a pass rating for B22.1(a) and 
B22.1(b), the Proposal will be determined to be non-responsive and will not be further 
evaluated. 

B22.5 Further to B22.1(c), the Award Authority may reject a Proposal as being non-responsive if it 
exceeds the funds available as shown in D2.5. 

B22.6 Further to B22.1(c), the Total Bid Price shall be the lump sum price shown on Form B: Prices, 
and shall apply to the Baseline Package only. 

B22.6.1 Optional Prices are for information purposes only and will not be evaluated as part of Total 
Bid Price. 

B22.7 Further to B22.1(d), Experience of Proponent and Subcontractors will be evaluated considering 
the experience of the organization on projects of similar size and complexity as well as other 
information requested, in accordance with B11. 

B22.8 Further to B22.1(e), Support Services offered as part of Baseline Package will be evaluated 
considering information requested, in accordance with B12. 

B22.9 Further to B22.1(f), Technical Specifications will be evaluated considering information 
requested, in accordance with B13. 
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B22.10 Notwithstanding B22.1(d) to B22.1(f) where Proponents fail to provide a response to B8.2(a) to 
B8.2(c), the score of zero may be assigned to the incomplete part of the response. 

B22.11 Proposals will be evaluated considering the information in the Proposal Submission and any 
interviews held in accordance with B20. 

B22.12 Where references are requested, the reference checks to confirm information provided may not 
be restricted to only those submitted by the Proponent, and may include organizations 
representing Persons, known to have done business with the Proponent. 

B23. AWARD OF CONTRACT 

B23.1 The City will give notice of the award of the Contract, or will give notice that no award will be 
made. 

B23.2 The City will have no obligation to award a Contract to a Proponent, even though one or all of 
the Proponents are determined to be qualified, and the Proposals are determined to be 
responsive. 

B23.2.1 Without limiting the generality of B23.2, the City will have no obligation to award a Contract 
where: 

(a) the prices exceed the available City funds for the Work; 

(b) the prices are materially in excess of the prices received for similar work in the past; 

(c) the prices are materially in excess of the City’s cost to perform the Work, or a 
significant portion thereof, with its own forces; 

(d) only one Proposal is received; or 

(e) in the judgment of the Award Authority, the interests of the City would best be served 
by not awarding a Contract. 

B23.3 Where an award of Contract is made by the City, the award shall be made to the qualified 
Proponent submitting the most advantageous offer. 

B23.4 This Contract will be awarded as a whole.  

(a) For greater clarity, only the Baseline Package will be awarded. However, the City may (at 
its sole and absolute discretion) opt to scale the Azure iPaaS Solution beyond the initial 
Baseline Package (in accordance with E3) or purchase Additional Features on an à-la-
carte basis (in accordance with E4) subsequent to award.

B23.8 Following the award of contract, a Proponent will be provided with information related to the 
evaluation of his/her Proposal upon written request to the Contract Administrator. 

B23.9 If, after the award of Contract, the Project is cancelled, the City reserves the right to terminate 
the Contract. The Proponent will be paid for all Services rendered up to time of termination.

GENERAL 

D1. GENERAL CONDITIONS 

D1.1 In addition to the General Conditions for Supply of Services, these Supplemental Conditions are 
applicable to the Work of the Contract. 

D2. SCOPE OF SERVICES 

D2.1 The Work to be done under the Contract shall consist of the procurement of an Integration 
Platform as a Service that is offered as a cloud-native subscription/license on Microsoft Azure 
(“Azure iPaaS Solution”) , including support], for the period of one (1) year from the date of 
award , with the option of 5 (five) mutually agreed upon 1 (one) year extensions. 

D2.1.1 The City may negotiate the extension option with the Proponent within ninety (90) Calendar 
Days prior to the expiry date of the Contract. The City shall incur no liability to the 
Proponent as a result of such negotiations. 

D2.1.2 Changes resulting from such negotiations shall become effective on the anniversary date 
of the respective year. Changes to the Contract shall not be implemented by the Contractor 
without written approval by the Contract Administrator. 

D2.1.3 Bidders are advised that, in future, the City may be participating in collaborative 
procurement initiatives with other levels of government.  Accordingly, extensions to this 
Contract may not be exercised. 

D2.2 The major components of the Work are as follows: 

(a) Provision of, and support for, an Azure iPaaS Solution to provide data management, data 
pipelines, data ingestion, data governance, and data quality capabilities on an as-needed 
subscription/license basis throughout the Contract’s term as outlined at E2 (the “Baseline 
Package”);

D2.4 Notwithstanding D2.1, in the event that operational changes result in substantial changes to the 
requirements for Work, the City reserves the right to alter the type or quantity of work performed 
under this Contract, or to terminate the Contract, upon thirty (30) Calendar Days written notice 
by the Contract Administrator.  In such an event, no claim may be made for damages on the 
grounds of loss of anticipated profit or loss of work.

D4.2 At the pre-commencement meeting, the Contract Administrator will identify additional personnel 
representing the Contract Administrator and their respective roles and responsibilities for the 
Work. 

D5. INFORMATION MANAGEMENT 

D5.1 The City shall only provide access to Confidential Information, (meaning any and all information 
concerning the City, the Project, and the Services, that is supplied by or to which access is 
given to the Contractor by the City or which in any other way comes into possession or 
knowledge of, or is stored by or otherwise accessed by, the Contractor during the course of 
performance of the Services (regardless of format or medium), including “Personal Information” 
as defined by The Freedom of Information and Protection of Privacy Act (FIPPA), as specified in 
this Contract. Any collection, use, disclosure, storage, or destruction of Personal Information is 
done so by the Contractor as an information manager pursuant to s. 44.1 of The Freedom of 
Information and Protection of Privacy Act. 

D5.2 Further to D5.1, all Confidential Information is and shall remain the property of the City. The 
Contractor shall not disclose or appropriate to its own use or promotional material, or to the use 
of any third party, all or any part thereof without the prior written consent of the City. The 
Contractor shall not at any time make any public announcement, or press release, nor make 
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any statement of fact or opinion regarding the Contract, the Project, the Services or the 
Confidential Information without the prior written authorization of the Contract Administrator. 

D5.3 Further to D5.1, the Contractor shall: 

(a) only use, access, or view Confidential Information to the extent necessary to provide the 
services specified in this Contract; 

(b) not disclose Confidential Information to any third party, including Subcontractors or agents, 
without the prior written consent of the Contract Administrator; 

(c) ensure that no person under its supervision or control makes any unauthorized copies or 
reproductions of, or discloses, any Confidential Information, in whole or in part, in any form 
or medium; 

(d) ensure that its officers, employees, and agents are aware of and comply with the 
requirements and obligations in this Contract and any applicable legislation, including 
FIPPA; 

(e) keep the Confidential Information strictly in confidence and shall take such steps as are 
necessary to protect the confidentiality of the confidential information and ensure that it is 
used, accessed and disclosed only in accordance with the terms and conditions of this 
Contract and any applicable legislation, including FIPPA;

SUBMISSIONS 

D7. AUTHORITY TO CARRY ON BUSINESS 

D7.1 The Contractor shall be in good standing under The Corporations Act (Manitoba), or properly 
registered under The Business Names Registration Act (Manitoba), or otherwise properly 
registered, licensed or permitted by law to carry on business in Manitoba, or if the Contractor 
does not carry on business in Manitoba, in the jurisdiction where the Contractor does carry on 
business, throughout the term of the Contract, and shall provide the Contract Administrator with 
evidence thereof upon request. 

D8. INSURANCE 

D8.1 The Contractor, who will be working exclusively remotely shall provide and maintain the 
following insurance coverage:

SCHEDULE OF WORK 

D9. COMMENCEMENT 

D9.1 The Contractor shall not commence any Work until he/she is in receipt of a notice of award from 
the City authorizing the commencement of the Work. 

D9.2 The Contractor shall not commence any Work on the Site until: 

(a) the Contract Administrator has confirmed receipt and approval of: 

(i) evidence of authority to carry on business specified in D7; 

(ii) evidence of the insurance specified in D8; 
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(b) the Contractor has attended a meeting with the Contract Administrator, or the Contract 
Administrator has waived the requirement for a meeting. 

D9.3 The Contractor shall commence the Work on the Site within seven (7) Working Days of receipt 
of the notice of award. 

D10. COVID-19 SCHEDULE DELAYS  

D10.1 The City acknowledges that the schedule for this Contract may be impacted by the COVID-19 
pandemic. Commencement and progress of the Work shall be performed by the Contractor with 
due consideration to the health and safety of workers and the public, directives from health 
authorities and various levels of government and in close consultation with the Contract 
Administrator.  

D10.2 If the Contractor is delayed in the performance of the Work by reason of the COVID-19 
pandemic, the Work schedule may be adjusted by a period of time equal to the time lost due to 
such delay and costs related to such delay will be determined as identified herein.  

D10.3 A minimum of seven (7) Calendar Days prior to the commencement of Work, the Contractor 
shall declare whether COVID-19 will affect the start date. The Contractor shall provide sufficient 
evidence that the delay is directly related to COVID-19, including but not limited to evidence 
related to availability of staff, availability of Material or work by others.  

D10.4 For any delay related to COVID-19 and identified after Work has commenced, the Contractor 
shall within seven (7) Calendar Days of becoming aware of the anticipated delay declare the 
additional delay and shall provide sufficient evidence as indicated in D10.3. Failure to provide 
this notice will result in no additional time delays being considered by the City.  

D10.5 The Work schedule, including the durations identified in D2 where applicable, will be adjusted to 
reflect delays accepted by the Contract Administrator.  

D10.6 Any time or cost implications as a result of COVID-19 and in accordance with the above, as 
confirmed by the Contract Administrator, shall be documented in accordance with C7.

(f) the Contractor's GST registration number. 

D12.3 The City will bear no responsibility for delays in approval of invoices which are improperly 
submitted. 

D13. PAYMENT 

D13.1 Further to C12, the City may at its option pay the Contractor by direct deposit to the Contractor’s 
banking institution. 

D13.2  Further to C12, payment shall be in Canadian funds net thirty (30) Calendar Days after receipt 
and approval of the Contractor's invoice. 

WARRANTY 

D14. WARRANTY 

D14.1 Notwithstanding C13, Warranty does not apply to this Contract. 

THIRD PARTY AGREEMENTS 

D15. FUNDING AND/OR CONTRIBUTION AGREEMENT OBLIGATIONS 

D15.1 In the event that funding for the Work of the Contract is provided to the City of Winnipeg by the 
Government of Manitoba and/or the Government of Canada, the following terms and conditions 
shall apply, as required by the applicable funding agreements. 

D15.2 For the purposes of D15: 

(a) “Government of Canada” includes the authorized officials, auditors, and representatives 
of the Government of Canada; and 

(b) “Government of Manitoba” includes the authorized officials, auditors, and representatives 
of the Government of Manitoba. 

D15.3 Modified Insurance Requirements   

D15.3.1 Where applicable, the Contractor will be required to provide wrap-up liability insurance in 
an amount of no less than two million dollars ($2,000,000) inclusive per occurrence.  Such 
policy will be written in the joint names of the City, Contractor, Consultants and all sub-
contractors and sub-consultants and include twelve (12) months completed operations.

In the event that this requirement conflicts with another licensed 
vehicle insurance requirement in this Contract, then the requirement that provides the 
higher level of insurance shall apply. 

D15.3.4 Insurers shall provide satisfactory Certificates of Insurance to the Government of Manitoba 
prior to commencement of Work as written evidence of the insurance required. The 
Certificates of Insurance must provide for a minimum of thirty (30) days’ prior written notice 
to the Government of Manitoba in case of insurance cancellation.   

D15.3.5 All policies must be taken out with insurers licensed to carry on business in the Province of 
Manitoba. 

D15.4 Indemnification By Contractor 

D15.4.1 In addition to the indemnity obligations outlined in C17 of the General Conditions for 
Services, the Contractor agrees to indemnify and save harmless the Government of 
Canada and the Government of Manitoba and each of their respective Ministers, officers, 
servants, employees, and agents from and against all claims and demands, losses, costs, 
damages, actions, suit or other proceedings brought or pursued in any manner in respect 
of any matter caused by the Contractor or arising from this Contract or the Work, or from 
the goods or services provided or required to be provided by the Contractor, except those 
resulting from the negligence of any of the Government of Canada’s or the Government of 
Manitoba’s Ministers, officers, servants, employees, or agents, as the case may be. 

D15.5 Records Retention and Audits 

D15.5.1 The Contractor shall maintain and preserve accurate and complete records in respect of 
this Contract and the Work, including all accounting records, financial documents, copies of 
contracts with other parties and other records relating to this Contract and the Work during 
the term of the Contract and for at least six (6) years after Total Performance. Those 
records bearing original signatures or professional seals or stamps must be preserved in 
paper form; other records may be retained in electronic form.  

D15.5.2 In addition to the record keeping and inspection obligations outlined in C6 of the General 
Conditions for Services, the Contractor shall keep available for inspection and audit at all

and their respective representatives and auditors, and to promptly provide such other 
information and explanations as may be reasonably requested by the City of Winnipeg, the 
Government of Manitoba, and/or the Government of Canada from time-to-time.

D15.6.2 If the Lobbyists Registration Act (Manitoba) applies to the Contractor, the Contractor 
represents and warrants that it has filed a return and is registered and in full compliance 
with the obligations of that Act, and covenants that it will continue to comply for the 
duration of this Contract. 
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D15.6.3 The Contractor shall comply with all applicable legislation and standards, whether federal, 
provincial, or municipal, including (without limitation) labour, environmental, and human 
rights laws, in the course of providing the Work. 

D15.6.4 The Contractor shall properly account for the Work provided under this Contract and 
payment received in this respect, prepared in accordance with generally accepted 
accounting principles in effect in Canada, including those principles and standards 
approved or recommended from time-to-time by the Chartered Professional Accountants of 
Canada or the Public Sector Accounting Board, as applicable, applied on a consistent 
basis. 

D15.6.5 The Contractor represents and warrants that no current or former public servant or public

PART E - SPECIFICATIONS 

GENERAL 

E1. SPECIFICATIONS 

E1.1 These Specifications shall apply to the Work. 

E1.2 Bidders are reminded that requests for approval of substitutes as an approved equal or an 
approved alternative shall be made in accordance with B6. In every instance where a brand 
name or design specification is used, the City will also consider approved equals and/or 
approved alternatives in accordance with B6. 

TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS 

E2. BASELINE PACKAGE REQUIREMENTS 

E2.1 The Azure iPaaS Solution’s Baseline Package shall: 

(a) Be offered as a cloud-native subscription/license on Microsoft Azure that shall be 
ordered/provisioned through Azure Marketplace. The subscription/license shall not be 
dependent on provisioning additional Azure Virtual Machines to host, operate, and 
function. 

(b) Include one (1) production and one (1) non-production environment or instance. 

(c) Provide a managed subscription/license for hosting, developing, and integrating data and 
applications on Microsoft Azure as one would expect of an iPaaS. 

(d) not automatically renew without confirmation/approval from the City. 

E2.2 In general, the Baseline Package shall address the following key functional and technical data 
management themes that are described in greater detail in E2.3 to E2.8: 

(a) Data Integration. 

(b) Data Preparation. 

(c) Data Quality. 

(d) Data Governance, Stewardship and Security. 

(e) Application Integration. 

(f) Vendor Support. 

E2.3 The Baseline Package shall provide the following data integration capabilities: 

(a) Data processing. 

(b) Enables data quality in motion. 

(c) Intuitive administrative interface. 

(d) Simple visual tools and wizards cover the complete development lifecycle, from design, 
testing, and documentation to implementation and deployment. 

(e) Point-and-click approach to data curation. 

(f) Allows users to operationalize data from various sources. 

(g) Ability to move any type of data format such as structured, semi-structured, and 
unstructured data. 

(h) Ability to curate new data as required either temporarily or permanently. 

(i) Web interface for exception management. 

(j) A single interface for data quality and integration. 
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(k) Ability to quickly move data from multiple SAS applications to Microsoft Azure data 
facilities. 

(l) Ability to identify and correct data quality concerns. 

(m) Lightweight browser-based data integration tool with ETL capabilities for data scientists 
and ability to view code generated from ETL mappings. 

(n) Provides an exhaustive library of connectors (more than 600) to various types of data 
sources. 

(o) Provides an exhaustive library of connectors (more than 50) to SaaS applications and 
databases. 

E2.4 The Baseline Package shall provide the following data preparation capabilities: 

(a) Ability to introduce business processes into the data ingestion pipeline to manage data 
quality or governance. 

(b) Enables users to share preparations and curated datasets and embed datasets into batch 
and bulk data integration 

(c) Data discovery. 

(d) Data exploration. 

(e) Data profiling. 

E2.5 The Baseline Package shall provide the following data quality capabilities: 

(a) Enables data and business analysts to profile, cleanse and enrich data. 

(b) Built-in integrated data quality management. 

(c) Enables the organization to design models and rules to validate data and resolve data 
errors. 

(d) Embeds manual certification and error resubscription/license into data management 
activities. 

(e) self-service data quality management. 

E2.6 The Baseline Package shall provide the following data governance, stewardship and security 
capabilities: 

(a) Perform and maintain AICPA SOC 2 Type II compliance audits on an annual basis. Proof 
of compliance shall be required. 

(b) Ensure data privacy policies. 

(c) Monitor, prevent, and report on violations to business policies for the access, use, and 
disclosure of information. 

(d) Mask/encrypt the data while the data is in motion. 

(e) Receive automated notification of failed execution. 

(f) Integrate with existing security layer. 

(g) Manage and monitor the access, use, and disclosure of data. 

(h) Support for advanced log mining. 

(i) Allow organizations to monitor progress of data governance programs. 

(j) Allow compliance reporting. 

E2.7 The Baseline Package shall provide the following application integration capabilities: 

(a) Enables organizations to leverage open source technologies. 

(b) Natively integrates with GitHub. 

(c) Support for Azure SQL Data Warehouse, Azure Databricks, Azure Data Lake Store, and 
Azure HDInsight. 
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E2.8 The Baseline Package shall include at minimum the following support features: 

(a) Provide reasonable service uptime, and response and resubscription/license to outages. 

(b) General maintenance. 

(c) Hotfixes, patches, upgrades, etc. as expected of an iPaaS subscription/license. 

(d) Maintenance and support offered directly by the product vendor is preferred. 

E2.9 The Contractor shall confirm that all functions outlined herein will be supported for the Total Bid 
Price provided in Form B: Prices, and shall outline their pricing model.  

E3. SCALING BEYOND THE BASELINE PACKAGE 

E3.1 Further to D2.2(b), the functions and services offered within the Baseline Package shall be 
scalable beyond the limits of the Baseline Package at minimal or no additional cost for growing 
volume, number of data sources and/or endpoints, number of users, etc. 

(a) If the offering scales at an additional cost, the Proponent shall provide the breakdown of 
the incremental cost (e.g. additional licenses, additional volume, additional data sources 
and/or endpoints, etc.).  

(b) If the services offered within the Baseline Package scale at no additional cost, the 
Proponent shall identify them. . 

E3.2 For greater clarity, and without limiting the generality of D2.2(b), Scaling refers to the ability to 
scale services or functions that are included in the Baseline Package, and which will be part of 
the initial Award of Contract, beyond any limits identified within the Baseline Package. The City 
may, in its sole and absolute discretion, procure Scaling on an as needed, à-la-carte basis 
throughout the term of the Contract, however nothing herein obliges the City to commit to a 
base or minimum amount of Scaling at any time throughout the Contract term. 

E4. ADDITIONAL FEATURES 

E4.1 Although not part of the initial procurement, further to D2.2(c), the Azure iPaaS Solution shall be 
capable of providing the following additional features on an à la carte basis at a later time:  

(a) Master Data Management and/or equivalent ability to build and manage a Golden Record 
such as: 

i. Data catalogue. 

ii. Ability to provide data catalogue of existing data within a centralized reservoir. 

iii. Data inventory. 

iv. Data lineage and life cycle management. 

v. Ability to determine lineage of data, understand decencies, systems of record, and 
systems of reference. 

vi. Intelligent data lineage tracing and compliance tracking. 

vii. Ability to communicate a common definition and understanding of data and terms. 

viii. Ability to define terms across WWD in a consistent way and track compliance. 

ix. Ability to centrally-define WWD assets and stipulate how they should be used in 
both systems and analytical reports. 

x. Multifaceted search and dataset provenance capabilities. 

(b) Additional Metadata Management capabilities such as: 

i. Automatically crawls, profiles, organizes, links, and enriches all metadata. 

ii. Allows users to collaboratively add metadata or business glossary data points. 

(c) Additional Data Access, Use, and Privacy Monitoring and Control capabilities such as: 

i. Real-time data services. 
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ii. Real-time quality monitoring. 

iii. Enables users to share preparations and curated datasets and embed datasets 
into real-time data integration. 

iv. Provides support for advanced log mining. 

v. Enables the organization to protect proprietary and personal data with controls for 
data governance, role-based access, and rate limits across stakeholders. 

(d) Additional Data Quality Management capabilities such as: 

i. Automatic data quality scoring. 

ii. Automatic inventory of data assets. 

iii. Design micro services that embed enterprise data quality components to validate, 
clean, standardize, and mask data in any format or size. 

iv. Point-and-click approach to data certification. 

(e) Additional API Support 

i. Streamlines complex JSON, AVRO, XML, and B2B integrations. 

ii. Contract first API design methodology. 

iii. Provides auto generation of API documentation. 

(f) Provide and support machine learning libraries such as Spark MLlib. 

(g) Enables organizations to run big data jobs natively in YARN. 

E4.2 For greater clarity, and without limiting the generality of D2.2(c), the Additional Features are 
services or functions of the Azure iPaaS Solution which are not included in the Baseline 
Package and will not be part of the initial Award of Contract, but which the City may, in its sole 
and absolute discretion, opt to procure on an as needed, à-la-carte basis throughout the term of 
the Contract. Nothing herein obliges the City of Winnipeg to purchase a base or minimum 
amount of Additional Features at any time throughout the Contract term.
