Further to C3.2, Bidders, by responding to this Tender, declare that no Conflict of Interest
currently exists, or is reasonably expected to exist in the future.

Conflict of Interest means any situation or circumstance where a Bidder or employee of the
Bidder proposed for the Work has:

(a) other commitments;

(b) relationships;

(c) financial interests; or

(d) involvement in ongoing litigation;
that could or would be seen to:

(i) exercise an improper influence over the objective, unbiased and impartial exercise of
the independent judgment of the City with respect to the evaluation of Bids or award
of the Contract;or

(i) compromise, impair or be incompatible with the effective performance of a Bidder’s
obligations under the Contract;

AWARD OF CONTRACT

The City will give notice of the award of the Contract or will give notice that no award will be
made.

The City will have no obligation to award a Contract to a Bidder, even though one or all of the
Bidders are determined to be qualified, and the Bids are determined to be responsive.

Without limiting the generality of B19.2, the City will have no obligation to award a Contract
where:

(a) the prices exceed the available City funds for the Work;
(b) the prices are materially in excess of the prices received for similar work in the past;

(c) the prices are materially in excess of the City’s cost to perform the Work, or a
significant portion thereof, with its own forces;

(d) only one Bid is received; or

(e) in the judgment of the Award Authority, the interests of the City would best be served
by not awarding a Contract.

The Work of this Contract is contingent upon Council approval of sufficient funding in the 2021
Capital Budget. If the Capital Budget approved by Council does not include sufficient funding
for the Work, the City will have no obligation to award a Contract.

D1. GENERAL CONDITIONS
D1.1 In addition to the General Conditions for Construction, these Supplemental Conditions are
applicable to the Work of the Contract.
D2. FORM OF CONTRACT DOCUMENTS
D2.1 Notwithstanding C4.1(c) and C4.4, the Contract Documents will be provided to the Contractor
electronically and there will be no requirement for execution and return to the City by the
Contractor. Accordingly, the provisions under C4.4(a) and C4.4(b) are no longer applicable.
D3. SCOPE OF WORK
D3.1 The Work to be done under the Contract shall consist of renovations to the existing
maintenance and washroom building at 430 Churchill Drive, as described in the construction
documents.
D3.2 The major components of the Work are as follows:
(a) Selective demolition of existing elements of the washroom/garage building.
(b) Supply an installation of new interior framing and wall cladding.
(c) Supply and installation of new washroom fixtures and accessories.
(d) Supply and installation of new mechanical systems.
(e) Supply and installation of new electrical systems.
(f) Modifications to the existing holding tank and pump system.
D3.3 The following shall apply to the Work:
(a) Universal Design Policy
http://clkapps.winnipeg.ca/DMIS/DocExt/ViewDoc.asp?DocumentTypeld=2&Docld=3604
D4.

The Contract Administrator will furnish the Contractor with a daily record for each major type of
work showing various information concerning the equipment, the time it worked, could have
worked and Working Days charged. This report is to be signed each day by an authorized
representative of the Contractor.

SUBSTANTIAL PERFORMANCE
The Contractor shall achieve Substantial Performance by April 15, 2022.

When the Contractor considers the Work to be substantially performed, the Contractor shall
arrange, attend and assist in the inspection of the Work with the Contract Administrator for
purposes of verifying Substantial Performance. Any defects or deficiencies in the Work noted
during that inspection shall be remedied by the Contractor at the earliest possible instance and
the Contract Administrator notified so that the Work can be reinspected.
