(@) the location of any utility which can be determined from the records or other information
available at the offices of any public authority or person, including a municipal corporation
and any board or commission thereof, having jurisdiction or control over the utility;

(b)  the nature of the surface and subsurface conditions at the Site;

(c) thelocation, nature, quality or quantity of the materials to be removed or to be employed
in the performance of the Work;

(d)  the nature, quality or quantity of the Plant needed to perform the Work;

(e) all matters concerning access to the Site, power supplies, location of existing services,
utilities or materials necessary for the completion of the Work; and

) all other matters which could in any way affect his Bid or the performance of the Work.

ENQUIRIES

If the Bidder finds errors, discrepancies or omissions in the Tender, or is unsure of the meaning
or intent of any provision therein, the Bidder shall promptly notify the Contract Administrator of
the error, discrepancy or omission at least five (5) Business Days prior to the Submission
Deadline.

B5.1 Information provided to a Bidder by the City or acquired by a Bidder by way of further enquiries
or through investigation is confidential. Such information shall not be used or disclosed in any
way without the prior written authorization of the Contract Administrator. The use and
disclosure of the confidential information shall not apply to information which:

(@ was known to the Bidder before receipt hereof; or

B5.2 The Bidder shall not make any statement of fact or opinion regarding any aspect of the Tender
to the media or any member of the public without the prior written authorization of the Contract
Administrator.

B6. ADDENDA

(b) identify any and all changes required in the applicable Work, and all changes to any other
Work, which would become necessary to accommodate the substitute;

(c) identify any anticipated cost or time savings that may be associated with the substitute;

(d) certify that, in the case of a request for approval as an approved equal, the substitute will
fully perform the functions called for by the general design, be of equal or superior
substance to that specified, is suited to the same use and capable of performing the
same function as that specified and can be incorporated into the Work, strictly in
accordance with the proposed work schedule and the dates specified in the
Supplemental Conditions for Total Performance;

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PART D - SUPPLEMENTAL CONDITIONS

GENERAL

D1. GENERAL CONDITIONS

D1.1 In addition to the General Conditions for Supply of Services, these Supplemental Conditions are
applicable to the Work of the Contract.

D2. SCOPE OF WORK

D2.1 The Work to be done under the Contract shall consist of Managed Wavelength - Ethernet
Private Line (EPL) Service for the period of five ( 5) years with the option of five (5) mutually
agreed upon two (2) year extensions.

D2.1.1 The City may negotiate the extension option with the Contractor within ninety (90)

Calendar Days prior to the expiry date of the Contract. The City shall incur no liability to the
Contractor as a result of such negotiations.

D2.1.2 Changes resulting from such negotiations shall become effective on the 5% anniversary of
the respective year. Changes to the Contract shall not be implemented by the Contractor
without written approval by the Contract Administrator.

D2.1.3 Bidders are advised that, in future, the City may be participating in collaborative
procurement initiatives with other levels of government. Accordingly, extensions to this
Contract may not be exercised.

D2.2 The major components of the Work are as follows:

(&) Provision of Managed Wavelength - Ethernet Private Line (EPL) Service

D2.3 The Work shall be done on an "as required" basis during the term of the Contract.

D2.3.1 The type and quantity of Work to be performed under this Contract shall be as authorized
from time to time by the Contract Administrator and/or Users.

D2.3.2 Subject to C7, the City shall have no obligation under the Contract to purchase any
guantity of any item in excess of its actual operational requirements.

D2.3 Notwithstanding D2.1, the type and quantity of Work to be performed under this Contract is

subject to annual approval of monies therefore in a budget by Council. Bidders are advised that
monies have been approved for work up to and including December 31, 2022.

D2.3.1 In the event that Council does not approve the annual budget for any year during this
Contract, the City reserves the right to alter the type or quantity of work performed under
this Contract, or to terminate the Contract, upon one hundred and twenty (120) Calendar
Days written notice by the Contract Administrator. In such an event, no claim may be
made against the City for damages of any kind resulting from the termination, including, but
not limited to, on the ground of loss of anticipated profit on Work.

D2.4 Notwithstanding D2.1, in the event that operational changes result in substantial changes to the
requirements for Work, the City reserves the right to alter the type or quantity of work performed
under this Contract, or to terminate the Contract, upon thirty (30) Calendar Days written notice
by the Contract Administrator.

AC outlets in each of the locations.

(c)  Site and building drawings and asbestos report per building, if build is required.

(d)  Supervised access to the service locations, including the demarcation point to the
Contractor - including its employees, agents, sub-contractors with the required security
clearance for the purpose of implementing and supporting the service.

(e) Patch cables (LC-LC type) to interconnect the contractor's CPE to the WPS’ network
equipment to use the service

E2.3 If a build is required by the Contractor:

(8  The Contractor shall be responsible for performing locates on underground structures
and be responsible for any damages caused during installation. The contractor shall be
responsible for any asbestos remediation required during installation.

(b)  Allinstalled cables shall be inside conduit and be installed straight along building lines
either vertical and horizontal. Provide any identifications such as markings, phone
number on the pull boxes and conduit.

(c)  All cored/drilled exterior and interior walls must be properly sealed. The contractor shall
provide drawing illustrations indicating hole size and the type of sealant used.

(d)  The Contractor shall provide as-built record drawings produced in AutoCAD format (latest
version) based on the mark-ups. Drawing submission shall be in both electronic and print
copies. Drawings shall have a legend, materials and constructions specifications, scope
of work and description.

E3. SERVICES

E3.1 The Contractor shall provide managed wavelength EPL service in accordance with the
requirements hereinafter specified.

E3.2 Item No. 1 — 10 Gbps managed wavelength EPL service shall be a single point-to-point, 10
Gbps full duplex connectivity between 245 Smith Street and 700 APD Assiniboine Park drive,
with the specifications as described in E1 for use by the Winnipeg Police Service.

E3.3 Item No. 2 - Installation charges shall be any and all one-time costs to implement the service
end-to-end to the WPS data centers noted in E1.3 (a) which shall include but not limited to:.

Normal service-impacting maintenance shall be scheduled with a minimum of two weeks
advance notice to the WPS-Division 37 for approval.

E4.2 The Contractor shall provide a Network Operations Center (NOC) direct telephone number for
the WPS IT support staff to report incidents of service outages or degradations on a 365 days
per year, 7 days per week and 24 hours per day. 90% of calls to the NOC shall be answered
within five (5) minutes. The Contractor shall provide the Contract Administrator with escalation
contacts for assistance with high priority service calls that breaches the service level
agreement.

(a) owner(s), members of the Board of Directors and persons with controlling interest in the
company; and

(b) any individual proposed to perform Work under the Contract for the Winnipeg Police
Service.

The Contractor shall provide the Contract Administrator with:

(a) a list of individuals identified in F1.1;

(i) inthe case of additional or replacement individuals during the term of the Contract,
at least thirty (30) Calendar Days before they assume their controlling role within the
company or are proposed to commence Work for the Winnipeg Police Service.

(b) A completed Form P-608: Security Clearance Check authorization form available at
https://www.winnipeg.ca/matmagt/templates/information.stm#securitycheck . Form P-608
must be signed and dated.

(i) Signature of Witness shall be signed by the contact person stated on Paragraph 3 of
Form A: Bid/Proposal.

Each individual shall submit the required information and form to the Winnipeg Police Service
Division 30 Security Section Supervisor at Main Floor, 245 Smith Street:

() inthe case of an additional or replacement individual during the term of the Contract, at
least thirty (30) Calendar Days before they assume their controlling role within the
company or are proposed to commence Work for the Winnipeg Police Service.

Any company for whom a satisfactory Level Two Security Clearance is not obtained for all
owner(s), member(s) of the Board of Directors; and persons with controlling interests in the
company will not be qualified for award of Contract.

Any individual proposed to do the Work for whom a satisfactory Level Two Security Clearance
is not obtained will not be permitted to perform any Work for Winnipeg Police Service.

Any satisfactory Security Clearance obtained thereby will be deemed valid for one (1) year from
the date of clearance, subject to a repeated Security Clearance Check as hereinafter specified.

(a) Each individual doing Work in a Winnipeg Police Service Facility shall provide photo
identification upon entry, in order that their Level Two security clearance can be
verified.

Notwithstanding the foregoing, at any time during the term of the Contract, the City may, at their
sole discretion and acting reasonably, require a further Security Clearance Check.

The Contract will be terminated with any Contractor should any owner(s), member(s) of the
Board of Directors; or persons with controlling interest in the company fail to obtain a
satisfactory Security Clearance Check as a result of a repeated Security Clearance Check.

Any individual who fails to obtain a satisfactory Security Clearance Check as a result of a
repeated Security Clearance Check will not be permitted to continue to perform Work
under the Contract for the Winnipeg Police Service.

If a person fails a Winnipeg Police Service security clearance check at any level, they will not be
able to apply for another clearance for 2 years.
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
