Hello John,

The path noted in your inquiry is an informal trail (not maintained by the City) located at the
river's edge. The City understands the importance of this path to the community. Therefore, the
site restoration will leave a minimum 2 m wide strip clear of trees to accommodate informal
pedestrian movement at the river’s edge once the stabilization work is complete. Any trees
removed will be replaced with new trees. The site will be restored to provide a riverbottom forest.
The trees planted will provide natural bank stabilization.
